PRESIDENT SPEAKS
AT CONVOCATION

Huntington Hall Filled Wednesday
Noon At Talk On Tech-
Harvard Agreement.

Yesterday noon Huntington Hall
wus filled to its utmost capacity, filled
by as large a number of Tech men as
ever, perbaps, gathered at a convoca-
tion, each one interested in  what
President Maclaurin had to say re-
sarding the co-operative plan just en-
tered upon by the Institute with Har-
vard. [t was the first time that the
undergraduates wetre given the op-
portunily to hear directly regarding
the plan.

En opening his talk to the students,
Dr. Maciaurin  said that the agree-
ment that Techuology had just mad.
with Harvard would undoubtedly have
a great influence upon both institu-
tions. There is at present, he said a
tendency to exaggerate rather than to
underrate its effect upon future stu-
dents.

The President stated that the work

‘otherwise done by Harvard would,

under the agreement, be done within
the  Institute, and under its direc-
tion and conirol. The lastitute
would continue as now, slightly af-
fected indeed. The main difference
will be that there would be a ittle
more money available for the work,
and that, from the standpoint of the
Faculty, its nmmber would be in-
creased by fifteen. The faculty now
numhers 106.

Harvard University, said Dr. Mac-
faurin, is a great, powerful and rich
mstitution, but its great riches, he
continted lave to he distributed
throughout a very large ficld. fu the

plan, it is relatively poor. The in-
come of the Institute is at present
$700,000, and under the new plan,
this will be increased by about ane-
tenth By the contribution of Parvard.
As far as the addition of fifteen men
to the Institute’s factulty is con-
cerned, this would add to its
strength and prestige; but as regards
courses and methods of instruction,
the Institute would go on very much
the same as now.

Considering the matter trom the
standpoint of the student, the Presi-
dent said that thke conditions under
which the students will work would
be very much the same as they wonhd
have been had no agrecment been
made. The one significant change is
that students in those courses con-
cerned in the plan will be able to re-
ceive a degree cither from the Insfi-
tute or from Harvard, or from Dboth
If this hag any cffect it will come in
fater lile resulting [roix the fact that
the student in_question has been as-
sociated with two mstztutmus rather
than one.

Dr. Maclaurin stated that he found
considerable misunderstanding exist-
ing among the students in regard to
such studies as English, History and
Mathematics. It seems that it is
thought by some that these subjects
will be transierred to Harvard. The
President said that such an arrance-
ment would be impossible, and that,
furthermore, the agreement states
definitely that all courses are to be
given in the Institute buildings on
the new site.

Speaking of the advantages to the
students derived from the co-opera-
tive plan, the President said that the
principal one lay in the fact that the
students in the courses councerned
could be candidates for the degrees
of both institutions if they so desired,
and that as such candidates they
would be entitled to all rights and
privileges of students at the Insti-
tute as well as to those rights now
enjoycd Ty students in the profession-
al schiools of the University. These
last privileges include the use of the
museurns and of the libraries at Har-
vard, the use of the Stillman Infirm-
ary on payment of the required fees,
and the use of the athletic field. Par-
ticipation in varsity athletics is not
permitted. These students may als»
attend lectures at the University not
included in their regular curricula.
Symphony concerts at Saunder’s The-
atre at Harvard may also be attended.
The question regarding the attend-
ance of Tech men at Harvard football
games was not considered in the
agreement, that being a question
rather for the Harvard Athletic Asso-
ciation than for the Corporation. The
President said that many similar de-
tails that will arise will he worked
out as is found necessary so to do.

Dr. Maclaurin devoted the remain-
ing time to answering the vatious
questions that were asked by students.
In answer to one query, Dr. Maclau-
rin said that just as at the present
time, all students, after entering and
paying the regular tuition fee will be
asked to indicate the course they de-
sire to pursue, If the chosen course
is not concerned in the co-operative
plan, the student in question would
have nothing to do with Harvard.
If, however, hic intends to take up one
of the courses affected by the agree-
ment, he would be asked to designate
whether he is seeking a degree froin
the Institute, or one fram Harvard., 11
the latter is the case, he will be enti-
tled to the privileges previously men-
tioned, vpon satisfying the conditions

The full effect of the agreement will
not be felt until the Institute is per-
manently located in Cambridge, but
an effort will be made to bridge the
gulf by some temporary expedient
for co-operation,
President Maclaurin stated emphat-
ically that there is no ground for he-

only the first step towards consolida-
tion with Harvard. e said that the
