ENGINEERING AND
SCIENTIFIC NOTES

Science Notes,

The selaetion of a proper grade and
quality of sand for the filtration of
water supplies 1z an important prob-
lem for the engineer who is to con-
struct a filtration plant and we give
below the specifications which were
drawn up by the U. S, Geological Sur-
vey a8 necessary for a satisfactory
filter, After showing that clear white
quartz sand is the best material the
specifications continue: )

“The filter sand shall be clean sand,
with either sharp or rounded grains.
It shall be entirely free from clay,
dust, or organic impurities and shall,
if necessary, be washed to remove
such materials from it, The grains
ghall, all of them, be of hard mate-
rial which will not disintegrate. The
effective size shall not be less than
0.26 millimeter nor more than 0.36
millimeter. The uniformity coefficient
shall not be more than 3.0. The sand

“[shall be free from dust and shall not

contain more than 1 percent Hfner
than 0.12 millimeter, and shall be- en-
tirely free from particles over 5 milli-
meters in diameter. The sand shall’
not contain more than 2 percent by
weight of lime and magnesiz taken
together as carbonates. In all other
respects the sand shall be of & aual-
ity satisfactory to the engineer.”

Gravel for the floor of filters may be
hroken trap rock or grahite screened
to the proper sizes, or gravel screen-
ed from sand and gravel banks of a
sandy nature, Gravel screened froin
hardpan or clayey material can not be
sufficiently cleaned. The gravel should
not contain more than a very smail
amount of ghale or limestone and
should bhe washed entirely free from
fine material.

which is used for charging soda water,
ginger ale and similar beverages. By
far the greater part of the magnesite
oceurring in  the United States s
found in California, accordiig to the
United States Geological Survey, while
reports have also been received of
deposgits in Nevada, Arizona and west-
ern Texas. A number of these depo-
sits, especially in California, are ot
considerable size and yield magnesite
of excellent gquality, swhich is prob-
ally excelled by few, if any, of tne
foreign deposits and which is superior
in purity to much’ of that mined
abroad.
Bulletin 355 of the-United States
Geological Survey, entitled “Magnesite
Deposits of Californis,” by Frank L.
Hess, was based on field examinations
of the California depozits made In
1905 and during the winter of 1306-7.
This bulletin is still availabile, but
