M. E. SOCIETY TALK.

Mr. I. E. Moultrop Spoke Onf|
“Power Plant Difficulties.” :

Monday afternoon, at 4.10, in 11
Engineering B, Mr. I. E. Moultrep. the
Mechanical Engineer of the Edison
Flectrical plant, gave an informal talk
before the Mechanical Engineering So-
ciety, His subject was “The Difficul-
ties of Running a Power Plant,” which
he selected for the especial benefit of
the Seniors, who are now making a
power plant design.

Some of the poinis taken up were
the difficuliies of boiler setting, uses
af the economizer, condensers, nte-
chanieal stokers, automatic conveyvers
far eoal and ashes, and steam piping.
Mr. Moultrop said that economizers
should not be used without a fan.
They are also of no use in small
plants where the load is variable, nut
are especinlly well adapted to large
plants where the load is steady. He
also took up the advantages and dis-
ndvantages of mechanical stokers,
With good apparatus it is possible for
one man to tend from four to eight
boilers. The saving made in this way
iz enough to offset the overhead ex-
rense.

The talk was very informal, being
more like a conference than a lecture
WMany questions were asked, and every
thing was explained with great clear-
ness. The speaker was a man of

reat personality, the jideal engineer,
and the members of the society all
telt that they had benefited greally
from the talk,

REVIEWED BY MR. CARB

Excellent Criticism of Play and
Actors—Dancing Highly
Praised.

The test of Tech Shows is the en-
joyment of the audience. Tt was quite
evident at Dboth of the performances
ol “Money in Sight™” that the first act,
wilh its piot complications and local
sotting, and the second act with its
deneing and other specialties. enter-
tained the audience hugely. Tt was
cequally evident {hat the third aet, in
whiel the specialties were terely
noisy and the plot  complications
irane, was received with isalerant list-
lesgness.

The piece opened with ap amusing
sitnation, and threughout a whole zct
that situation was developed with
much unction. Tt {he complication
was abandoned when the spectators
were most expectant. and specialties
—exgellent in themselves—were intro-
ditced. The story was revived to
fuisk: an effective if somewhat con-
ventional [inale to the second act,
The last part groped feebly for a way
to close. and becoming frightened, per-
haps, at the rapid appreach of 11
o'clock, rushed in a stupid expedient—
and the curtain closed. Good shows,
it may be remarked. like good stu-
dents and good cafés, are usually
granted an extension of time. “Money
in Sight” is, then, one-third musical
comedy, one-third “musical mélange,”
and one-third iranity.

The act openings swere all effective
—especially so was the automaobile
chorug and ballet of the second. Ex-
sept that its different movemenis
were over entirely too soon to achieve
the full effect, it was the hest hit of
arouping and singing in the Show.

We can reproduce any poster of
which the criginal is drawn on trac-
ing paper or cloth, in Mack, using only
single tones, that is., shading must he
