ILLUMINATION IN
ARCHITECTURE

Prof. Clifford of Harvard Speaks
To Arch.-Engin. Society—
Prize Winners Annouced.

The meeting of the Architeciural
Engineering Society which had been
planned for two months, took place
lagt evening at eight o’clock in 11
Eng. B. Owing to business, Mr. Guy
Lowell was unable to be present, his
piace being taken by Prof. Williams
of the department. Mr. C. H. Hop-
kins, president of the Architectural
Engineering Society, introduced Prof,
Lawre:ice, who in turn introduced
Prof. H. . Clifford of Harvard Uni-
versgity. Prof. Clifford was formerly
head of the electrical engineering de-
pariment at the Institute and has
made a speciality of illumination.

In opening his tall, he staied that
he was to a large extent ignorant of
architecture, but that he did know
the difference between the Tonic order
and the Tonic theory. The question of
illumination and its relation to archi-
tecture is very close. Many examples
of otherwise excellent building which
have been spoiled by poor illumina-
tion bear ample evidence of this fact.
Prof. Clifford, in emphasizing the in-
attention of so many architects to-
wards this feature, stated that no
designer would plan a building that
could not stand, but as a general
thing the other engineering features
of construction, suclh as the acoustie
properties and lighting, are often to.
tally forgotiten. The illumination
must be adjusted fo the color scheme,
the proportions and the architectural
effects desired. Indirect lighting,
which is so universally exploited to-

day, does not solve the lighting prob-
lem. In such a system the ceiling is
the lightest spot in the room, The
impression formed ander such condi-
tiong is eramped or depressing. An-
other bad eflect is that attention is
often directed to points where if is
not wanted. Thus ir department
stores, making use of indirect light-
ing, customers do not look at the
goods, but at the ceiling or other par-
ticularly bright points. A perfect In-
direct system eliminates shadows and
shadows are essential for artistic ef-
fects.

The gemi-indireet system is the
gsolution of the problem. The architect
as a general thing pays too little care
to the outlets and other provisions
for wiring and hence much otherwise
useless tearing-out in construection
work is unnecessary. There are many
mistakes common everywhere, such as
bare flaments producing a glare in
the eyes, poor direction of the light,
use of the wrong kind of light, ete.

An architect must have a knowledge
of the possibilities of different light
soprces and must consider the pur
poge of the illumination in his prob-
lem. Prof, C. Howard Walker, of the
Institute, said that This opinion of
architecture is that “architecture is
an art, first, last and always, right
straight through and that art is ‘do-
ing a thing just as well as is pos-
sible.!” He spoke particularly of the
advantage obtained by the use of sep-
arate lights, especially in the diffiu-
sion obtained. His opinion of the sub-
ject was that design is the important
thing and that other factors are sub-
ordinate. Lighting systems must Dbe
planned with a consideration as to
whether their purpose is eiffect or
efficiency. Finally, the element of
success in the lighting problem is a
judicious use of all knowledge obtain-
able “plus experiment.”
