MEETING OF INSTITUTE
COMMITTEE YESTERDAY

Question of Speakers in Union at
Ngon Hour Discussed—
Hurlburd Reinstated.

The Institute Commitiee yesterday
afternoon had a long session at which
many important business matters
were taken up. At the roll eall the
following were found to be absent:
P. H, Duif, K. T. Dean, L. E, Wyman,
Z, P. Chow, H. B. Richmond, and .
W. Treat,

The Calendar Committee reported
that a card index of the happenings
in the Union has heen placed at the
Cage. There is also a list of names
of the officers of every actlvity with
their addresses.

The matter of the exclusion of
speakers, except of the T C. A, drom
the TUnion at noon iwas discussed
at length, Some contended that it
falkes away the right of the students
to lounge around and have a social
hour. The position of the T. C. A, was
also considered, Some seemed io
think that the T. C. A, has no more
right to the Union tham any other
activity., Others claimed that the
T. C. A, owing to its peculiar posi
tion, should have special privileges,
The fact was brought out that T. C. A.
interests nearly every Tech man.
President Dorrence suggested that
the names of the proposed speakers
be submitted to the TUnion Committee,
which should act on each name sep-
arately. A motion was made to ex-
clude all speakers from the Union at
the noon hour, it it was not carried.
A motion to let the Union Committee
act on each name separately was
made, but this too was lost The af-
fair was then dropped entirely.

The guestion of the Track Manager
being on the Advisory Council was
taken up.

MR. A. D. LITTLE TALKS
TO CHEMICAL SOCIETY

“Technical Reports” Subject of
Practical Address to
Large Audience.

If there are any Seniors in the
Massachusetis Institute of Tech-
nology who heard Mr. A, D. Liitle’s
taik to. the Chemiieal Society Iast
night, who fail to turn in theses that

are at least 'fairly presentable in

form, they should certainly be harred
from graduation. Mr. Litile spoke on
the gubject of Technical Reports,
and the fact that the audience, which
filted both small rooms of the Union,
gave the closest atfenfion to a talk
which lasted an hour and a half, 1s
sufficient proof that it was ome of
extreme interest,

The first thing the Engineer must
remember when he is retained, said
Mr. Little, is that he gtands in a

.| fiduciary velationship to his client.
"|He is retained to furnish a report
- | which is to give facts and data which

will form the basis for decision as to
the advisibility of making an invest-
ment. The accuracy of these facts
must therefore e unquestioned, and
they must include all the available
matlerial, Moreover, since the report
is usually addressed to non-iechpical
pecple, the language must be clear
and simple. 'The reader should be
assumed to kKnow nothing of the sub-
ject, and technical terms should be
defined when used for the first time.
Mr, Little emphasized the fact that
an engineer’s success depends on
his ability to influence other men,
and that therefore the cultivation of
good English was an absolute neces-
sity.
The form of the report is extremely
importan_t. Although paper, type, and
binding have nothing to do with the
subject matter, they influence the
reader’s opinion, and should be care-
fully considered. ‘The title page
should be attractive, and the table
of contents should be very full. The
report proper opens with a state-
ment of the object and scope of the
report, the general method of attack,
and of obligations incurred in the
preparation as to sources of material,
ete. The body of the report is usually
divided into sectlons, which are
treated as separate units, with a sum-
mary after each, and a complete suin-
mary affer the last one. Diagrams
advisable wherever possible, and at
the conclusion, an appendix is placed,
which containg all original materia),
results of analyses, photographs, per-
sonal letters, copies of newspaper
clippings, etc.,, and a bibliography of
the literature of the subjects.
Material for the report may be ob-
tained from the most varied sources,
These include patent office gpecifica-
tions, the technical Hterature, bibli-
ographies, standard textbooks, lsbora-
tory work, and many other sources,
depending on the subject. A report
Is by no means a one man job, and

in such expert assistance ag is need-
ed. Often it is advisable to get on
guod terms with the salesman and
consumer, and in the case of 2 chemi-
cal reporf, a test on a commerecial
seale. fs .often resorted to.

spent the suceceeding year in various
places, mines and manufacturing es-
tablishments, among them the Amer-
ican Tin Plate Company at Hlwood,
Indiana.

He entered M. £ T, in 01, and spe-

¢inlized in structural engineering, He
afterwards spent a year with the
FPhoenix Bridge Company, going
thence to the University of Wiscon-
8ln to teach, where his position was
instruector in mechanical and structur-
al engineering, Next he was instruc-
tor in mechanics for three years at
the University of Iilinois, becoming in
1907 assistant professor of civil engi-
neering of the Massachusetts Insti-
tute of Technology. He there taught
the subject of bridge -desigm and
foundations. He wasg afterwards made
associate professor in the same de-
partment. He gpent some time with
the Western FEleetric Company in
Chieago, and also worked for the
Ilinoig Central R. R. in the bridge,
construction and maintenance of way
depariments.
. Professor Moore's thesis work at
Wisconsin for the degree C. B. was
on the strength of creosoted timber,
‘While at Technology he has been em-
ployed in expert work for the Ralil-
road Commission, in examining
bridges, and with the new commis-
sion he has been taken for a full-
time man, with the bridges and sig-
nals of the state under his super
vision,

He has had a broad experience as
conenlting engineer, and has designed
and. built-a .number of novel struc-
turgs.

|DR. GIFFORD SPEAKS
AT T. C. A. MEETING

Talks on “The Rich Fool” to a
Large Crowd in Union
Yesterday.

Dr. O. P. Gifford, D. D., the well-
known pastor of the Brookline Bap-
tigt Church, was the speaker at the
regular Thursday noon T. C. A, meei-
ing in the Union yesterday, Dr. Giiford
is always a favorite speaker at these
meetings and the fact that he was to
apeak brought out a pood number of
men.

The subject of his talk was “The
Rich Fool”. He showed the differ-
ence between the way men set out
to obtain wealth and to obtain wis-
dom. Getting money involved the ac-
tive form of the verbk of life while
the acquiring of wisdom treats life
a8 & verb in the passive form. Money
may be inherited dui wisdom can
only ‘he result of a2 man's own effort
to attain i, It iz the deeper, quieter
side of life while richeg involve the
more forced activity. Wisdom is like
the cream of the still milk of life,
while wealth is the buiter of the
churned milk.

He told the parable of the foolish
rich man whe had acquired great
wealth and set about to enlarge his
storehouses fo hold more goods and
then proceeded to eat, drink and be
merry rtather than te¢ improve his
time and opportunities for aequiring
knowledge. All that he could acquire
of wealth was simply more of the
things he already had and did not
need any more of and could not take
with him. He had neglected to take
into account the time factor which
is beyond any man’s control and on
which we must all figure, We may
acquire lots of richeg but their pos-
session does not pass on with us and
we may never have the time alloted
us in which to enjoy them,

But, after all, the limitations of
great wealth are so narrow, while
there is no limit to the amount of
wisdom that can be acquired. An
jncrease in wealth simply brings a
