Mr. Privat of Geneva University
to Speak On World

Peace.

Alr. Edmond Privat. lecturer for the
WVorld Peace Foundation. is to deliver
thie regular T. C. A. talk on next
Thursday. He will sneak on "The
World's Students and Their Power for
Peace." Mir. Privat is in a position to
knlow the peace movements of Euro-
pean universities very well. He is a
graduate of the Sorbonne in Paris and
of the University of Geneva, in
Switzerland. As he is a young man
Ihe is able to keep closely in touch
with the latest developments of the
university movements.

In this country the universities and
colleges have not taken up the prob-
lems of international peace to such an
extent as has been done in the educa-
tional centres abroad. Indeed, as
such activities are practically un-
known in many of our educational in-
stitutions, the talk should prove in-
teresting to American students. It is
expected that Mr. Privat will give a
description of the peace work carried
on in foreign universities.

The fact that the speaker is en-
dorsed by the World Peace Founda-
tion is a good index of his ability. The
Poundation is an international organ-
ization which has done much towards
advancing the cause of world peace,
and would not be likely to select any
other than a well qualified speaker as
its representative. MIr. Edwin D.
Mlead, Director of the World Peace
Foundation of Boston, says of Mr.
Privat: "He is' an unusually fine
speaker and an accomplished scholar.
'I'hough he is a Swiss, his command
of English is perfect. I know of no
young man more familiar with the stu-
dent movements of Europe."

Mr. Privat has not only shown his
ability in connection with the peace
movement, but is also quite well
known in other kinds of work. Since
his graduation from the S'orbonne he
has been employed as a lecturer at
the University of Geneva, and is also
at the present time a teacher at an
important school in England. He has
been prominent in the Esperanto
movement, and has traveled to many

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With Junior Week safely past the
Tech man collects what remains of
ihis shattered fortune and looks
around for a place to rest his weary
'head, but instead of a soft and downy
couch there appears on the horizon a
dim shadow that banishes all thought
of rest and spurs him to renewed
,effort.- This- frightful apparition is
found on nearer approach to be fear
of the final exams.

But to get down to serious facts, the
-next five weeks form a very important
period for all Tech men. The last
lap of the year's race is starting, all
the runners are quickening their pace,
anhd from now on it is to be a real
battle. Some, notably among the
Freshmen, must fight for the right to
return next year; others to maintain
their standards of former years or to
raise them to a more satisfactory
level, while with still others it is a
question of degree or no degree; in
fact, on the success with which one
-gets down to work and prepares for
the finals depends to a considerable
-extent the showing of the whole year.

But before this last spurt starts let
us warn you of the two principal
dangers. the same which beset the
runner in any long race. You can let
loose your si)rint too soon, overwork
yourself and so be in no shape to
make a strong finish. On the other
hand, you can hold back too long,
overestimating your ability to over-
take the leaders, and so finish well in
the rear, without having done your
best. Both are purely personal ques-
tions, depending almost entirely on
the man himself. It is half of the
game to .plan your time carefully so
that you will not get stale, but on the
other hand keep your work up to
date.

BRIQUETTING COAL.

Briquetted fuel has passed the ex-
perimental stage and is now assum-
ing a more substantial and permanent
character, says the U. S. Geological
Survey. The quantity of briquetted
fuel manufactured in the United
States in 1912 showed a gain over the
output in the preceding year, and in
1913 the increase gives every evidence
of being still larger.

The output at present amounts to
about 225,000 short tons annually.
valued at $1,000,000. Out of the 19
plants, seven used anthracite culm,
nine used bituminous or semi-bitumin-
ous slack, one used mixed bituminous
slack and anthracite culm, and. one
used peat. The largest plant, which
is in Superior, Wisconsin, has a ca-
pacity of between 35 and 40 tons of
tiriquettes in an hour.

FRATERNITY COUNCIL

'ON- HOUSING PROBLEM

Cost of Building a Serious
Question to All

Fraternities.

One of the serious problems that the
fraternities at the Institute will meet
is that of housing when the removal
to Cambridge is made. Much trouble
is being experienced by the different
fraternities in obtaining land. They
are denied the privilege of building on
the campus as. that is now over-
crowded. With the proposition before
tbem of housing in the several dormi-
tories there seems to be much objec-
tion. The fraternity men are desirous
of running their own kitchens after
,the manner that they have been doing
in their houses. Some of the fraterni-
ties here have practically agreed that
unless this condition is granted that
they will not consider the plan of
housing in the dormitories. However
it looks as if about half of the frats
will take quarters in the dormitories.

A committee consisting of one mnem-
ber from each fraternity has been
formed to consider this question and
consult with the committee on stu-
dent housing. This inter-fraternity
council is acting as expressive of the
ideas and feelings of the different
frats but no definite action has been
taken by it as yet. A suggestion has
been made by it, however. to the hous-
ing committee that if they (the fra-
ternities) were to take a sufficiently
long lease of a dormitory section that
they be allowed to plan the interior of
the building occupied by them. No
action has been taken on this sugges-
tion.

It is known at least one fraternity
has made a contract for building off
the campus. Its chapter house is to
be on the Esplanade just above Massa.
chusetts avenue. This is the only
case where any definite action has
been taken although some of the fra-
ternities have options on land near
the campus and others are known to
be looking for situations for their
houses.

The cost of building is perhaps th%
most serious phase of the problem
that is met with. Estimates have
been made but these run well up into
the thousands, the building and
equipment of one of the proposed
houses reaching a total of approxi-
mately thirty thousand dollars. Vari-
ous plans for raising the required
amount have been discussed at length
by a numbelr of those who are most
actively interested, but the most prac-
tical one is of sending out a general
appeal to the alumni members of the
fraternity. The active members of
the frats are not able, except in rare
cases, to provide the necessary
amount of money and so cannot be
counted on to meet the expense.

This question of fraternity housing
is a question that a large number of
men are seriously interested in- as a
very large percentage of Institute men
are members of fraternities. Out of
1.611 students at the Institute 496 are
fraternity men, thus making a total of
over thirty per cent. The Freshmen
of the fraternities are the ones that
will be most affected by the housing
problem and they are taking a very
active part in the discussions of the
questions.
