HARVARD ALUMNI HEAR
PRESIDENT MACLAURIN

Technology Executive Addresses
) Boston Harvard Club
Last Night.

At the dinner of the Boston Har-
vard Chid held last pight, President
Maeclaurin of Techonology delivered
the principal address of the evening.

He mnuoted President Vail of the
American Telephone Company #s say-
ing that the recent agreement be-
tween Harvard and Technology is
one of the greatest achievements in
educational circles for many a year.

President Maclaurin said in part:
“1 believe that reflection on the broad
effects of thig agreement will con-
vince you thai these men are right.
Perhaps its most farreaching effect
will be upon the spirit in which edu-
cational institutiens work and on the
nature of their relations with neigh-
boring institutions. It is, of course,
no new doctrine that eduecational in-
stitutions do not exist for themselves
and that they have no righl to consid-
er their gelfish interests, or ioc pay
any regard even to their independencs
except in so far as these things af-
fect their power of service to the
community, This fs well-worn doe-
{rine, unfortunately so well-worn that
it is generally overlooked. Broad-
minded citizens all over the country
may preach against its neglect, but
experience proves that preaching in
these matiers may be singularly in-
effective.

“Here, as elsewhere, example ig bet-
ter than precept, and although our
agreement has been in existemce for
only a little more than a month, there

ENGINEERING AND
SCIENCE NOTES

In discussing a recent earthguake
shock experienced in the state of
New York the U. 8. Geological Sur-
vey SRYs:

Earthquakes are commonly asso-
ciated with faults or rifts, which are
breaks or fractures in the rock crust
along which the rocks move past one
another. Some faults are character-
ized by repeated motion along a given
plane or narrow zone, like that which
caused the San Francisco earth-
quake, The wvast majority of faulis,
however, are practically dead, and no
motion takes place on them because
the strain has been satisfied or divert-
ed inte other directions. Of this kind
are most of the old faults in the Ap-
‘palachian area, from Alabama 1o
Clanada, inecloding the mountaihous
country of the East, Younger faults
are also found in the East, but most
of these are dead and their strains
have long ago been satisfied. The
latest set of faults displaces the
youngest geologic formations, al-
though their source is in the wvnder-
lying hard rochs.
