Freshmen Meet Andover Acad-
emy Saturday Afternoon.

The Freshman-Sophomore meet be-
ing over, the chief interest of the
Freshmen track men is centered in
the meet with Philips-Andover Acad-
emy which takes place next Saturday
afternoon at Andover. This is the
first meet away from home on the
1917 schedule and the team is very
anxious to score a win. The meet
will be held on an eight lap to the
mile outdoor board track, so fast
times are expected.

Twenty men will comprise the
team.

C. B. SAWYER TO TALK
ON "ROPE DRIVING"

M. E. Society To Hear of the
Most Improved Methods in

Rope Transmission.

The talk on "Rope Driving" which
is to be given before the Mechanical
Engineering Society this afternoon
in 11 B is on a subject of particular
interest to Engineers and the Soci-
ety is expecting a large attendance.
Mr. C. B. Sawyer, of the Dodge Man-
ufacturing Co., will be the speaker,
illustrating his talk with lantern
slides.

Rope transmission is a compara-
tively new science in its modern de-
velopments. It is not only applied to
small pulleys but also to the largest
size, pulleys that are usually driven
by belts. The Dodge Manufacturing
Co. make all kinds of rope transmis-
sion, ranging from pulleys a few
inches in diameter to those that are
used on the main shaft of the largest
reciprocating engine.

Mr. Dodge will demonstrate by
means of his slides the English and
American systems of rope driving.
The characteristic features of both
systems, their advantages and their
disadvantages, will be fully taken up
by the speaker.

COLLEGE NEWS

Eighty-four colleges are represent-
ed by the parents of first year stu-
dents at Princeton, but of its four
hundred thirty members only sixteen
claim that both their parents are
college graduates. Figures made pub-
lic by the University authorities show
that two hundred thirty-eight stu-
dents, or fifty-five percent of the
Freshman class, have parents with-
out any college education.

The University of Chicago has an-
nounced its intention of sending a
representative to the fifth Interna-
tional Congress of Philosophy, to be
held at London a year from next Sep-
tember. At present it is probable
that James E. Tufts, head of the de-
partment of Philosophy, will be cho-
sen.

The Canton Christian College at
Canton, China, was incorporated in
1893 and at present has a staff of
nineteen men and fifteen women, all
Americans; twenty Chinese teachers
and fifteen student teachers. There
are four hundred Chinese students
at the institution, which is undenom-
inational.

Between the scarlet fever epidemic
and a recent pistol encounter be-
tween two law students the Univer-
sity of Illinois is passing through ex-
citing times just now. Military drill
and gym have been suspended in-
definitely.

Recent statistics show that of the
college newspapers published in the
United States only nineteen are
dailies, the total number of publica-
tions being four hundred sixty-one.
There are but few foreign universi-
ties which issue newspapers more
often than once a week.

The Rougevin Prize at the Ecole
des Beaux Arts, Paris, was awarded
to a former student at Penn. The
problem consisted of "a design of
tapestry in an architectural environ-
ment."

Limit Set.

The photographic work of the Se-
nior Portfolio Committee is still far
from completion in spite of the late
date on account of the procrastina-
tion of many of the men. Although
the Seniors have responded very well
as far as making appointments for
sittings, their care in returning the
proofs quickly has not been very
evident.

The importance of immediately mak-
ing a selection of the picture desired in
the Portfolio, and returning the proofs
at once, cannot be emphasized too
much according to the Committee;
