OFf greater in-
terest from the professional point of
view was the storage battery depart-
ment which supplies the necessary
current and vwhich consisted of &
large number of standard acceumula-
tors sufficlent to supply the entire
system; after these came the genera-
tor room whose funetion is to main-
tain the required potential in the ac-
cumulators. From here the party
went to the testing or “trouble” de-
parlment, which is kept busy in lo-
cating and repairing all breakages
along the entire line, and seeing that
no untoward cause shall cause a sus-
pensjon of service.

REV. A. W. VERNON
SPEAKS IN UNION

Gladstone and Martin  Luther
THustrative of Christian
Leaders.

Yesterday noom the Rev., A, W.
Vernon, pastor of the Harvard Con-
gregational Church of PBrookline,
spoke in the Union on the subject,
"“One Important Proof of Christian-
ity.” He said in introduecing his sub-
ject that Christianily did not need
proof, because it helps each individ-
ual as well as the world in general;
but it iIs well fo comsider what In-
fluenced the writer to the Hebrews
when he told them to “Remember
them who lived before you .. .. and
imitate their faith.”

A proof is suggested in the lives
and careers of three great Christians
who worked in widely different times
—Gladstone, Martin Luther, and Je-

ble to find =mome tangible element

which is essential to Christianity.
Gladstone entered Parliament to

help the Church. For iten years he

but when he ultimately gained the
position of Prime Minister, he domi-
nated politics for twenty-five years.
He was not a register of public feel-
ing, but a moulder and leader of it;
he continued unswervingly in what he
thought to be right, and, when he
died, was mourned by all nations. It
would seemingly be a good thing to
“imitate his faith.”

TaBe the case of Luther. Here
was a man whe had more to do with
the upbuilding of the masses than
any one in modern times. At twenty
he began to study the Bible, and, aft-
er completing his course at a con-
vent, he came to the conclusion that
there is no peace of mind because of
goodness. He proceeded to proclaim
his doctrines and deiy the Pope. Be-
fore he died, his faith had touched
the world.

From these two instances it might
seem that Christianity leads to re-
ward for those professing it; but
when we take up the life of the Mas-
ter, we see that this no longer holds.
Christ had no reward on earth; he
died in suffering, without eulogy, and
even thoge He loved feared him., Men
might say his faith should not be imi-
tated; but here they err.

The itrue value of men is not
measured by the material success
they have in the world. Great polit-
ical or financial ability de not endear
any man in the hearts of the peaple.
Great faith does not mean this kind
of suecess; Disraeli was as colossal
politically as Gladstone; but it was
the Iatter’s character which attracts
attention. Ne man should take up
Christianity because it ensureg sue-
cess—it doeg not—but if a man wigh-
es to live in the hearts of the people,
to have his falth imitated, let him
embrace Christianity, It is the
“peace that passeth understanding,
the faith that lcoks through death,
and a changeless love for one's fel-
low men"” which prove the true

Bronze and copper objects undergo
an interésting deterioration. The or-
dinary thin bluish-green coating is val-
uable and is known ag “noble” patina.
Another form of this metal disease is
called “wild” patina and it exhibits
its symptoms in a rapid and destruc-
tive corrosion which rapidly eats the
méfal away. It is caused by the com-
bined action of the chlorides impreg-
nated from the soil and the air, A
remedy is to be found in an ordinary
or electrolytic leaching and a subse-
guent coating of the surface with a
special finisgh,

Gold shows no deterioration but
gilver often becomes coated with sil
ver chloride, and lead frequently has
a crugst of white lead form upon it
Blectrolytic treatment is used for
both.

Tin is aflected with a peculiar dis-
