STRUCTURAL ENGINEER

Mr. R. D, Emerson Spoke Before
Architectural Society
Yesterday.

A meeting of the Architectural ¥En-
gineering Society was held yesterday
at four in the lecture room on the
fourth floor of Pierce. The meeting
wag opened by President C. L. Hob-
kins, who was followed by Mr. R. H.
Annin. Mr. Annin delivered the first
of a series of talks by the students
of Option 2, His subject was “The
causes of the failure of a concrete
puilding at Cedar Rapids.” At the
conclusion of his discussion Mr. Hop-
kins announced that Mr., S. A. Smith
and Mr. Ralph Salisbury would be
the student speakers at the mnext
meeting,

Mr. R. D, Emerson, '05, of the office
of Codman and Despradelle, was the
principal speaker of the afternoon,
His diseourse was extremely interest-
ing since it dealt with the exact con-
ditions which Institute architectural
engineers have to face upon leaving
Technology to engage in active busi-
ness. Mr. Emerson’s chief recent
work was the Brigham Hospital in
this city. On this construction work
he had full charge.

¥rom his experience he stated that
he classified the work of an architec-
tural engineer Iin nine phases. Pri-
marily he should be a structural de-
signer of the highest type. Contrary
to general usage Mr. Emerson said
that all the steel framing plans of
the buildings produced by the firm of
Codman and Despradelle are drawn
in their own office by their own
draughtsmen., The second necessity
he gave as g practical kmowledge of
civil engineering for the purpese of
jntelligent construction of sewers,
roads, etc., and in order to verify the

One of the biggest underiakings
ever completed ai the Institute is
realized today in the appearance of
The Technology Monthly. It brings
to every student in the Institute a
peculiar personal appeal. It unites
the men of each courge with those of
the other departments; it cements
together the energies of men of
every class, The Technology Monih-
ly is the foremost integrating agen-
ey of the undergraduates. It marks
the actual transition into the spirit
of New Technology.

Not only does the new publication
express that phase of undergraduate
interest not previously exploited at
the Justitute, but it stands in the
collegiate world as Technology's lit
erary representative. It fills a4 long-
felt need for an exponent of the more
carefully prepared discussions of
Tech men.

Bver since the announcement of
the new enterprise was made last
month, the students as well as the
facaolty and the alumni have been
waiting for the appearance of the
Monthly,

Today their expectations are real-
ized, The Monthly is at hand, It
contains articles by men connected
with undergraduate as well as grad-
uate and faculty depariments of the
Institute,

Much general information has been
disseminated at varlous times con-
cerning the work at the new site;
put in this issue of the Monthly the
architect’s local representative pre-
sents the concise details of the con-
struction and the specific organiza.
tion under which the new buildings
are being erected. To iliustrate this
discussion 'two photographic repro-

ductions have been obiained by the
staff protographer. Much difficulty
was experienced in obtaining these
pietures because of the secrecy maln-
tained at the grounds. The protog-
rapher finally obtained permission of
those in charge to climb to the top
of the econcrete construction tower
and later obtained a picture from the
parapet of Riverbank Court, the
apartment building on the Esplanade,
The report of the recent Inspection
Trip of the Electrical Engineering
Society is printed in full, and photo-
graphs taken on the trip are repro-
duced to illustrate this article.

Une of the features of the maga-
zine is a supplement insert page
which may be framed. The drawing
was made by one of the profegsienal
artists for a Western publication.
The list of articles contained in the
first issue has been announced by
posters and in the columns of the
daily press.

Cost estimating may be only
gleaned from practice and is a vari-
able quantity, to say the least; but
the next phase, namely, mechanieal

engineering, Mr. Emerson said was |

withoul it consulting prices must be |

paid whenever it is desired to install
a heating or plumbing system.

At his office Mr. Emerson has a
library of over five hundred cat-
alogues and other pamphlets simply
for the purpose of general informa-
tion, The seventh and eighth divi-
sions closely overlapped. These were
laboratory testing of materials and
field inspection of the work while
in progress. He cited cases where by
simple means tests could be and were
made to settle quesiions arising dur-
ing construction,—guestions which
would eause loss of time and great
inconvenience if they could not speed-
ily be settled.

In conclusicn Mr. Emerson made
an earnest plea for a more congider-
ate feeling toward the contractor.
This matter, he said, in his own ex-
perience had not been difficult pro-
viding one congidered that the prac-
tical workman is not merely an ad-
junet to the work but is entitled to
some respect.
