FIRST NEW TECH
BUILDING COMPLETH

Aerodynamics Laboratory s
Ready At Technology
Site.

The first structure that the Massa-
chusetts Institute of Technology haa
cansed to be erected for its own uses
on its site in Cambridge is the new
aerodynamic laboratory. The build-
ing is finished and the apparatus is
in process of installation. This to-
gether with the fact that Technology
has already instituted courses in the
study of this science makes it the
first college in the land to be fitted
to prepare students for what must in
the future be an exceedingly imporv
tant line of development,

The laboratory is ome established
by Technology cut of its own funds
and Delongs to the department of
Naval Architecture and Marine Engi-
neering of which Professor C. H.
Peabody is head. The new building
is a modest construction on the In-
stitute’s land at Vassar Street. The
portion of its equipment that is first
to be installed, in fact is nearly ready
for use, is the fourfoot wind tunnel
with its accompanying blower, This
is of the pattern now in use at the
National Physlcal Station at Tedding-
ton, England, an up-to-date institution
which has graciously furnished the
plans of its own well-tested apparatus.
One result will be that when Tech-
nology gets the machinery in place
it will be able to start ahead at full
speed, The preliminary ground in
which it is usually necessary to spend
time in experimenting has been pret-
ty well worked over and resulis may
here be looked for, while the pattern-
ing of the station after one of Known
success will point to immediate ef-
fectiveness in the tests.

One of the guestions that is likely
to be asked at once iz why such ex-
perimentation and such a course of

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One source of pleasure and profit
which many come a long way to en-
joy, vet which most Tech men ne-
gleet, because it lies at their very
doors, is the Iecture .courses. given
hy the Lowell Institute. The present
series, given by Professor Bertrand
Lussell, of Cambridge University in
ngland, presents some particularly
novel and substantial ideas for such
as enjoy them.

Professor Russell admits with smil-
ing frankness that philosophy has en-
gaged more thought with legs result
than any other branch of buman
speculation; but he is here to tell us
of what he believes to be a new phil-
osopby, an introduciion of order into
what has been for practical purposes
chaos. Mr. Mackaye’s words before
the Forum, telling us of the introduc-
tion of the scientific method into the
realm of morals, have scarcely died
away, when from across the ocean
comes one of the greatest minds of
the age to tell ug that philosophy,
which gives us the closest possible
knowledge of the cosmos, is also to
rank as a science.

We are impressed that science is
a method. Independent of subject
matier, it has forged abead and made
itself indispensable in every feld
where it has had opportunity to show
its worth. That it is finding an ap-
plication so broad and so thorough as
to lend to its sister field, philosophy,
is of some interest to us who are
privileged to know it at its best.

This fact is undoubtedly
due to the fact that tuition is free to
residents of California and only
thirty dollars a year to non-residents.

instruction should be placed in the
department of Naval Architecture. It
is perfectly true that aireraft may be
locked at from two different points
of view, some econsidering it to be a
magchine, and conseguently belonging
to Mechanical Engineering, while oth-
ers realize that there is much in
common with the ship that sails the
sea. The truth Is that many of the
problems of the two kinds of naviga-
tion are the same, the kinds of work
are substantially the same, and the
form of the dirigible like that of the
boat is controlled by stream lines,
Then the means of propulsion had
much in common in the two kinds of
consgtiructions,

It is true that the aeroplane has at-
tracted much attention, but it musg
be realized also that there is serious
work for the dirigible, and in aero-
nauties attention must he divided De-
tween the two. Thus it is that the
department of Naval Architecture is
doing the practical things In the
courses in aerodynamics, and that a
Lieutenant of the T, 8. Navy, Jerome
C. Hunsaker, has been detailed to a
connection with Technology n
charge of the instruction,

For some time areodynamic work
has been done in a tentative way,
and Professor Peabody has hbeen
reading aeronautics with the Naval
construetors in his department, it
being realized that there are always
some such officers in the school since
the Department of Navy sends all its
constructors from Annapolis to con-
tinue for two or three years at Tech.
Yurther than this there is now estab-
lished a course in aeronautics divided
between the aeroplane and the dirigi-
ble in the regular currienlum with
times sget apart for drawing, ‘This
beginning is to he strengthened as
time goes on, it being only last June
that it was decided by the Corpora-
tion to take up regularly the courses
in question.

In his report to Presl-
dent Maclaurin he recommended the
adoption of certain lines of study and
the establishment of a laboratory m
which work of experiment might be
carried on. So soon has Technology
begun the work seriously, In the
past it has not been negligent and
has done what was possible under its
crowded conditions. Already a small
wind-tunnel has yielded some excel
lent results; last year special lec-
