T. C. A, SPEAKER
IMPRESSES STUDENTS

Vigorous Applause Given to Mr,
Francis’ Speech on
Ideals.

The T. C. A, talk given yesterday
by the Rev, Mr. James A. Francis of
the Clarendon Baptist Church was
short, but, to judge by the applause,
was gralifying to the audience.
Though Mr. Francis spoke ounly ten
minutes, all agreed that he said a
good deal in that short time,

He s=aid that Tech men are ex-
posed to the temptation of forgetting
ideals bhecause they are engaged in
work of a pructical nature, They
are likely to forget that material
things are not the most important.
High ideals, said the speaker, rule
the world.

All men are idealists, to a greater
or less extent. The ideals of all peo-
ple are not necessarily good, some
are mean and bad, but still they are
classed as ideals, because they vrepre-
sent what the man is striving for,
A man’s greatness is not measured
so muneh by the things he does as by
his ideals. It ig the ideals he dares to
entertain that mark his worth. Young
men, said Mr. Franeis, often have
high aspirations, but older men have
often outgrown these. When Mr.
Francis sees a man who has grown
out of his ideals, he tries to hind
out what the man has grown into.
Usually it is money making and
eagy lving that replaces the early

ELECTRICAL SOCIETY
ON TRIP TO EVERETT

Plant of New England Gas &
Coke Company Visited
Yesterday.

The Electrical Engineering Society
took a trip yesterday to the plant of
the New England Gas & Coke Com-
pany in Bverett. The party started
in hy inspecting the coal handling
machinery. The company uses 1500
tons of coal a day and produces
about 1200 tons of coke and 1,350,000
cubic feet of sgas. The pariy next
went over to the retorts where the
coal is fired. 'These retorts are ar-
ranged in two long double rows.
The men then went to the condenser
house where the ammonia is taken
out of the gas. The ammonia liguor
i3 treated with lime and- sulphuric
acid, forming ammonium-sulphate,
which is the most valuable hy-prod-
uct of the plant,

The party was ihen taken to the
scrubber house, wlere the dust Is
removed from the gas. This com-
pleted the sights, as the party was
not able to visit the house where the
gas is metered hecause that build-
ing was the property of the Boston
Consolidated Gas Company, so the
men started back at four o’clock.

ENGINEERING AND
SCIENTIFIC NOTES

The greatest difficulty to shipping
on the Great Lakes is not the lack
of good harbors; and waterways of
sufficient dranght but is due to lack
of open water during at least four
months eof the year for, although the
open lakes may not freeze over, ship
ping is crippled by a freezing of the
sheltered harbors. To heep an open
channe] as long as Dossible, powerful
tuge have been employed which,
plunging onto the ice with a rolling
motion, have sometimes succeeded in
clearing channels which heavier ships

| by head on collision could not open.

A mnew method enabling large
freighters to break their own way
through the ice flelds is to be tested
on the car ferry “Ashtabula.” It con-
sists of a large BSperry gyroscops
which in open water will serve in the
usual manner as a stabilizer. The
main gyroscope iz to be fitted with
iwo small pilob gyros which are sen-
gitively adjusted and -elecirically
operated. When desired, these pilot
wheels may glve the big gyro a tilt-

- | Ing motior of a period equal to that

of the free oscillation of the ship and
this motion, combined with the for-
ward motion produced by the propel-
lers, will give the ship an artificial
rolling, plunging movement which is
8o effective in smashing through the
ice, The Sperry apparatus consurnes
only small power and occupies only
a moderate space while its weight
amounts to less than one percent of
the ship’s displacement.
