14,000 feet in height. It is called Gan-
nett Peak and is located in Fremont
County, in the western part of the
State. Its height above sea level,
according to the United States Geo-
logical Survey, is 1.3,785 feet. The
lowest point in the State Is on Belle
Fourche River, 3,100 feet above sea
level. Wyoming, which has an aver-
age elevation estimated at 6,700 feet.
is the second highest State in the
Union, being exceeded only by Colo-
rado.
