FRESHMAN BASEBALL

Regular Freshman Baseball prac-
tice starts today in the Gym at 1.15.
For the last two weeks the candidates
have been working the kinks out of
their arms and new everyone, espe-
eially the pitchers, are in pretty good
shape and eager for the season to
open,

The Dean has been persuaded that
baseball is better for the men than
gymnasium and as soon as the out-
door work commences, which it is
hoped will be the first of next weelk,
the candidates will be excused from
Gym.

Professor Langley Delivers Talk

on the City of Paris.
Professor Ernest 7. Langley deliv-

ered an illustrated talk in French at
the meeting of the Cercle Francaise
held in the Union last evening. His
subject was the City of Paris and
treated more of the city of the past
than that of the present. Slides,
gshowing maps of the city ai different
periods and of many famous build-
ings, especially of the Cathedral of
Notre Dame de Paris, at different
times during course of erection, aid-
ed in giving a clear impression of a
good many of the prominent land-
marks.
