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The decision of the Athletic Asso-
ciation to award the T under certain
conditions to members of the hockey
and wrestling teams, which we re-
cently endorsed in these columns, is
shortly to come before the Advisory
Council for approval. It is our ear-
nest hope and, we believe, that of the
great majority of supporters of Tech-
nology athletics, that it will be rati-
fied.

The men in the activities concern-
ed, like all others who are working
for a cause, will be spurred on and
aided by having a definite goal to
work up to.

COLLEGE NEWS

This week is the anniversary of
the great floods of the Ohio river,
which began March 22nd of last
year. The flood did especially great
damage at Purdue University. Build.
ings were in many cases wrecked by
the force of the waters. One stud.
ent lost his life trying to rescue par-
ties from flooded buildings.

Penn has ordered the "Bowl" for
the annual '1Bowl Fight," which will
take place this year on the seventh
of April. The committee on the af-
fair expect to introduce several in-
novations but these cannot be decid-
ed until the "Bowl" comes.

Data, which has been collected by
the College of Engineering at Purdue
and is soon to be published in the
Alumni Register of the University,
shows that only 173 of the engineer-
ing graduates have not followed their
professional work.

Dean Calvin H. Crouch of the Col-
lege of Engineering at North Dakota
is visiting many of the technical
schools in the upper Mississippi val-
ley, preparatory to enlarging the
courses at his institution.

The first conference of Ohio State
alumni takes place yesterday and to-
day in the Ohio Union. One hundred
and twenty-five speakers are sched-
uled for these two days. The pro-
gram, which began yesterday at two,
called for speeches by the eleven
deans during the afternoon. At the
evening session eighty-eight one-min-
ute talks were to be given.

r day is in as good condition as when
it was laid over two years ago, while
the adjoining road had holes in it
within two montas after completion.

The Warrenite is laid while it is
still hot and after it is laid, a three-
ton load of the material may be driv-
en over it, even before it is rolled.
This is done while it is still warm
without leaving any bad depressions
and a road may be open to traffic im-
mediately after the steam roller has
finished. Crushed stone or gravel
may be used for the coarse material
and on a road in Maryland oyster
shells were successfully used.

Mr. Perkins had several motion
picture films which showed the mix-
ing of the material and laying of the
roads. Several portable mixers were
shown, one of which was built on a
railroad car. A much used form is,
however, the truck. With the type
used four batches can be taken care
of at once. The first batch is meas-
ured out in wheelbarrows and is ready
for the machine, the second is in the
hopper of the machine, the third is
in the heater, for tne material is
warmed first, and the fourth is in the
mixer. After this is transferred to
the wagons, each batch is advanced
on a place. Thus a constant flow of
material is kept up. After the mix-
ture is laid a film of the fluid is pour-
ed over the top and fine crushed
stone is then spread over it, after 
which it is rolled.

Mr. Perkins then showed some
slides showing how the composition.
stood up under the trying conditions
of the flood in the middle states
where some stretches were several
feet under water, and other stretches
were undermined for distances of six
to eight feet without the material
breaking up.
