DR. PENDER TALKS
TO LARGE AUDIENCE

Many Interesting Facts Told
- About Freight Handling in
Boston. ’

Last night, in 6 Lowell, a represen-
tative audience of the RBoston Section
of BElectrical Engineers, the Boston
Section of the American Section of
Alechanical Engineers, and the Boston
Sociefy of Civil Engineers met and
discugsed the efficiency of the pres-
ent syvstem of freight handling at
lhe Boston Freight Terminals. F. P
valentine, President of ihe Tloston
Section of Wlectrical Engineecrs, and
chairman of 1he evening, introduced
pDr, Marold Pender of the Instilute
after a few brief remarks of welcome.

Dr. Pender presented the paper,
*The Delivery and Handling of
Freight at the DBosion Freight Ter-
minal.” which was especially prepared
fo1 this occasion by thiree members of
the Klectrical Engineering Depart-
ment, Ir. Harold Pender, H. F. Thom-
gson and C. . Eldred. The paper con-
taired many noled and striking facts
relating to the congested conditions
in the inward and ountward freight
honses. TFrom the thorough research
work made by these three men Dr.
Pender was able to show wherein the
present delays in handling freight in
the yards by the ‘“‘master teamsters”
can be reduced. In the paper he
pointed out that the motor vehicles
are by far superior to the horse teams
for the quickness of handling the
freight.

After the reading the audience was
given the opportunity to ask quesiions
and to discuss the guestion of freight
handling from their own point of
view.

MECHANICALS HEAR
INTERESTING TALK

Mr, J. W. F. Macdonald De-
scribes Manufacture of Mod-
ern Boilers,

At 415 P. M., yesterday afternoon,
the Mechanical Engineering Society
held a meeting in 11 Eng. B, and
were addressed by Mr, J. W. F, Mac-
donald of the Imternational Engineer-
ing Company of South Framingham.
The subject of My, Maecdonald's talk
was “Modern Boiler Making ¥Prac-
tice” and it was excellently illus-
frated with slides made from photo-
graphs taken at the works in Fram-
ingham.

Ay, Macdonald began his address
by first showing the slides of the fac.
tories themselves, and then those
zhowing  the entire process of
manufacturing the hoilers. Noiler
works, said the speaker, are not
necessarily serap heaps and need not
present the appearance of a dump.
The lack of neatness in the plants is
cutirely due to {he owners and does
not tend to produce efficiency, The
International Poiler Works were de-
signed expressly for the manufacture
ol boilers, and the entire plant is
made up of steel strueciures, rein-
forced with conerete,

In any modern hoiler plant the
question of storage must be especial-
ly attended to. At Framingham the
rivels are stored in five separate bins,
and the sizes are designated on the
outside of the bins. Al plates are
stored in racks made for the puimose,
and they are all tested by the State
inspectors Defore being put in the
raclks,

The first and most important step
in the manufacture of heilers is that
of the laying out, All the plates and
heads are first brought to the laving
out benches after Dbeing taken from

the stock rooms, and ihen are laid|.

out very carefnlly so that all parts
will fit after being finished in the
various  departments. When the
Dlates are all marked out they are
passed to the splitting shears, and
here thev are trimmed up exactly to
gize. They are next brought to the
munching shears, and here ail the
holes are punched. Al holes punched
must be smaller than the finished
size in order that they ean be reamed
to give a tight fit,

All steps in the manufacture were
earefully ocutlined and zeveral teste
were deseribed showing the advan-
toges and disadvantages of ecertain
tvnes of hoilers. A large number of
slides were, shown of modern Doilers
being instafled in the different parts
of the country by the Internationsal
Boiier Works,
