M. I. T. Regiment Holds Contest
For High School Cadets-

Many Entries.

The Interscholastic prize drill, a con-
test which is conducted by the M. I.
T. Regiment for high schools in the
vicinity of Boston, will be held next
W\ednesday, at 3 P. MI., in the armory.
Entries have been received from thle
high schools of New Bedford Mans-
field, Gloucester, Wakefield, MAledford,
Stoneham and Lowell. As thlese
schools usually turn out teams of good
drillers an interesting contest is ex-
pected, and the winners wvill probably
llave to do very good work to get the
prize.

The competition consists of drill in
the manual of arms. Each sqhool is
represented by a team of three men.
To the best team a shield, suitably en-
graved, is presented, and gold and
silver medals are awarded to the two
men who showv greatest individual pro-
ficiency. Lieutenant P. 1. Steere.
Coast Artillery Corps, U. S. Army, has
been selected as one of the judges.
The others have not yet been named.

Thle prize drill takes the place of the
regular Freshman drill, but all the
members of the Regiment are required
to be present in uniform, so as to give
an exhibition parade. The MA. I. T.
Cadets will give a regimental parade
before the contest, as well as a regu-
lar evening parade after it. If time
permits thle visitors will also he enter-
tallied with some regimental evolu-
tions. Col. Taft is especially anxious
that thle Regiment make a good show-
ing before the high school cadets and
other visitors, and asks that all the
officers and men co-operate to make
the exhibition drill a success.

The committee in chlarge of the
prize drill, consisting of the Regimen-
tal Adjutant and members chosen by
each company, has been working hard
to make the affair attractive to visitors
and promises that no one will be dis-
appointed who attends. To pay the
exl)enses of the drill it has l)een found

e(essary to charge anll admission of
twlenty-fiv e cents. The committee
hlopes that all connected with the Regi-
meat iNill be loyal enouah to bing
their ladv' friends, but this does not
mean that any others who attend will
not get thejr money's worth.

Those who went to the Field last
Saturday xvere rewarded by seeing
one of the most interesting Spring
mlleets hleld at the Institute in years.
The weather was ideal and the track
perfect. The score at the finish was
64 for the Juniors, 40½. for the Sophlo-
mores, 33 ', for the Freshmlnen and 14
for the Seniors. The Freslhmen were
ahead of the Sol)homores until the
two-mile in which there were four
Sop)homores and but one Junlllior
entered. Thle meet started with the
lhullndred-yard trial heats. Thle first
was won in l)preitty fashion by Wilson,
'14, with Loomis, '16, a good second,
and Holman, '15, third. The second
heat was taken l)y Adams. '16, with
Crankshaw, '14, and Hines. '16, second
and third, respectively. 'Wilson won
the final in 102-5 secolnds. The finish
was close witll Loomis second, and
Adams got third.

INTERESTING TALK
TO FOREIGN STUDENTS

Latin-American Students Hear
Dr. Rua of Argentina on

American Reforms.

Friday afternoon, at 5 o'clock, Dr.
Jose Mi. Rua, of Argentina, addressed
a well attended meeting of Latin-
American students, men who come
from the various South and Central
American countries, and who are
studying here at the Institute. The
meeting, which was held in the Union.
was open to students from these for-
eign lands at Harvard, Boston Univer-
sity and other schools in the city. The
meeting was held under the auspices
ot the T. C. A.

Dr. Rua is a professor of Biology at
a university in Buenos Ayres, Argen-
tina and at present is in this country
as a delegate to the 'World's Student
Christian Federation Conference at
Lake Mohunk, in New York State. He
has been making a tour of the east-
ern part of the United States and has
visited many of the leading colleges
and universities in the East and
Middle WVest. Recently he arrived ill
Boston, and, at the request of the T.
C. A., he came to the Institute yes-
terday and spoke to the Latin-Ame i-
can students.

Dr. Rua spoke in Spanish, and in his
talk he made an urgent appeal to his
countrymen to make a study of Ameri-
can methods of prevention of evils, so
that upon their return to their respec-
tive countries they will be well quali-
fied to deal successfully with the nm111-
erous problems of evils.

He especially urged them to support
the various college Christian associa-
tions, which are at present only in
their infancy in southern countri-As.
He also laid considerable emphlasis
upon the necessity of their studying
of the student summer camps, which
are such important factors in the pro-
motion of school spirit, utterly lacking
in Latin-American universities, and of
the advancement of Christian work.
In closing his talk lie extended an in-
vitation to his countrymen to accom-
uanv him to the 'Northfield Student
Conference this June, which is attract-
ilhg so much attention in the various
colleges throughout the country.
