Applicants Should Present Data
at the Registrar’s
" Office.

Those who intend to apply for a
scholarship for the ensuing year (ex-
cept a State scholarship), are re-
quested to hand in an application
blank at the Registrar's, and also to
hand in their names before April 11th
an a special ecard enclosed in an
envelope, These blanks and eards
mway be obtdined at the office of the
Registrar. Those who have applied
aince January st need not duplicate
thelr applications, but they should
notify Professor Dewey in writing if
they desire & scholarship grant for
fnext Vear.

With the name it is important ic
state the class, course, and all free
hours for consultation, Each appli-
cant will be notified by mail in re-
gard to the date selected for con-

sultation.
Thoge who intend to apply for
Stafc scholarships should present

their applications, or blanks, which
may be obtained at the State House,
to the State Board of Education be-
fore the first day of July.

While the State Board of Education
has full control of the award of the
#tate scholarships, it is customary to
submit all applications to the Faculty
for endorsements as to standing and
for such additionalt adviee ag datn in
the possession of the faculty may
warrant.
