The old men in the scratch events
have been alble to take the races as
easy winners, but in these handicap
neels they will be required to exert
themselves fully in order to come
home among the leaders. The handi-
caps on Saturday will be given gen.
erously to the new men, noi only in
order to give them a fair chance of
winning againgt the older ones, hut te
bring out the best running qualities
ol the 'Varsity men, The only events
that will net reguire any record-break-
ing stunts by the regular track men
fo win will be the field events, in
which there iz a lack of flrst-¢c’ass
trained men.

STUDENTS TO SUBMIT
CO-OPERATIVE REPORT

In\a;estigations Made by Membets
of Prof. Pearson’s Class
Now Completed.

The report on a plan for a new M.
1. T. co-operative society, whieh are
heing prepared by four members of
Professor Pearson’s Argumentation
and Debate clays, will be submitted
al the regular meeting of the class
today. These students have been
carefully investigating the possibility
of organizing an improved co-opera-
tive system, but it is expeected that
their report will inelude mainly fun-
damentals. The report is to be made
public uext Friday, when it will be
presented to those interested for dis-
eussion.

The committee hags been largely
aided in its investigations by the
study of the Harvard Co-operative So-
ciety, At Harvard the society main-
tains a store, at which goods ave sold
at the usual prices. The profits are
divided between the shareholders in
the proportion of the amounts they
have purchased’ The shaveholders
