Mr. B. A. Behrend Addressed
Course VI Men in the Union
Last Evening.

Last evening the Blectrical Engi-
neering Society held a very successful
smoker in the TUnion, at which
oceasion Mr., B, A. Belrend spoke on
“The Historical Development of Elec-
trical Engineering,” ar. Behrend is
a very important figure in the electri-
cal engineering world today, and the
society was very. fortunate to secure
guch a well known speaker. Al
Behrend not only spoke of the histori-
cal development of eleeirical engi-
neering, but also of the latest engi-
neering projects which are now in-
teresting the public.

Of the engineering marvels now he-
fore the people, Mr. Behrend men-
tioned the Dbuilding of the Panama
Canal. The building of the Canal was
abandoned by the French becaunse it
wotlld be of no use to them, but the
Americans are continuing it because
tiey think it will be of advantage to
them. Whether the Americans are
correct in this theory or not, the
gpoaker said that the basis on which
the Canal iy being built is that the
many rivers n the region surround-
ing Panama are t¢ serve as an essen-
tial factor in its working,
rivers, however, may serve, not as an
aid to the Canal but as a destroyer.
Nature is bound to conquer the engi-
neer's worlk at some time or other,
and when it does it will destroy the
Panama Canal in the same way that
the middle western regions were de-
stroyed a short time ago.

When Mr. Behrend took up the
original subject onr which he was
scheduled {o speak.he entered into a
very detailed account of the develop-
ment of electrical engineering. He
mentioned the names of all the men to
whom the electrical engineers were
indebied, and among the most notable
were George 8. Ohm, Lord Kelvin and

In the modern
syvatem, when a subscriber desires to
be connected with ancther exchange.
the girl answering the call pushes a
button and eonnects with the main
operator on the other side of the
rooem, The main operator instantly
asstgns her a disengaged trunk iine
and the girl slips the plug into the
“jack,” The main operator at ihe
same time that she assigns the “jack"
has called the desired subscriber in
the other exchange. The two opera-
tors do their work almost simultane-
ously, and by means of this team work
the time required fo complete a cail
is reduced to a minimum. Not only
ecan three girls answer each call, but
each line is connected to the multiple
or section on each side of the prin-

This afternoon, at 4.15, in 42
Pierce, the Biological Society will hold
a meeting, at which a talk by Mr,
Andrew Kerr will be given. The talk
on “Clam Culture” should prove to be
very interesting, as Mr. Kerr is
especially fitted to present his ovig-
inal idez in an original way. Mr.
Kerr studied Biology at the Institute
from 1902 to 1304, and has since been
making a careful research siudy of
elam culture. Ie hae leased a num-
ber of acres of sea bhottom from the
State and planted clams there; in this
way he was enabled to make a special
business of the artificial culture of
clams. ‘The talk will be illustrated
with lantern slides showing the pro-
duction of the cultivated shell-figsh.

in the students’ way.

Mr, Stockdale said that the minds
of many men are not mature When
they come to the Institute, and they
are lable to coniract habits which
they coultd aveid if they were older.
If the men need beer let them get it
on their own responsibility, but the
Institute cannoi afford to be respon-
sible for subjecting them to tempia-
tion or wrong influences. The Insti
tute will get the blame for bad re-
gults of its student banguets, hence
no Iiguor should he offered at these
functions.

Angther question was: “Can a man
be a Christian if his studieg do not
allow him to go io church?” Mr.
Stockdale said that a man could be a
Christion without going to chureh, hat
that the Institute courses should be
go arranged as to allow time for re.
Hgioug duties. He sald that no other
educational institution in Boston pays
less attention to the physical, social
and religious welfare of its students
than Tech., The courses here are €o
hard that many men do not have time
to attend to these sides of their de-
velopment. He s=aid that every stu-
dent requires the necessary time for
work outside his school courses, and
that the Faculty sheuld make a point
of go planning the courses as to allow
this time.

The last question answered was
whether the old supernatural re-
ligion of fear would not disappear be-
fere the progress of science. Mr,
Siockdale replied that it had already

disappeared. The present world no
longer believes in the superstitious re-
ligion of the unknown and awful, nor
in the flames of hell.

1t manifests itself
in eleaning up cities, in seeking ic im-
prove the condition of the poor and
delinquent, in studyving the labor ques-
tion, and in bettering the world by
every means, The old narrow ques-
tiors of dogma and theology have
been abandoned.
