CO-OPERATIVE SOCIETY
PLANNED AT MEETING

Argvmentation and Debate Class
Discussed Organization
Last Night.

An informal meeting was called in
the Union last evening. at 7.30, to dis
cuss the report of Professor Pearson's
class in argument in regard to the for-
wation of a new Co-op. Society. The
digeussion was outlined by four speals
ers:  Fammond, Sampsonr, Combers
snd King, each presenting dJdifferent
ideas in the development of the pian.

As a basis for the new Co-op.,, Ham-
mond slated that auy plan to reduce
student expenses was desirable. That
sueh a veduction could be looked for
i the formation of a new society he
brought out by an aceount of the
moneys handled by the preseni organ-
ization. One thousand dollars was
turned over to the scholarship com-
miltee Inst year; of this amount two
Lundred and fifty dollars came from
the sale of the Co-op. tickets, and
seven hundred and fifty from the
profits of the stores. He pointed ont
the fact that if this amount could be
saved from twe =small shops, what
would they bhe from a shop run on a
large secale and supplying all the stu-
dent needs? Mr, King said that there
were four things to consider: There
must be meoney to start the soclety
with; there must be money to tun it
with; a larger list of afiiliated trades-
men than the present society includes,
and there must be an efficient man-
agement of the new society, A single
tax of one dollar to he put on the term
hill of every student was proposed as
a means of raising funds to start the
spciety next September. The Co-op.
sstem in vosue at Harvard was also
discussed; this system was shown to
be undegirable ag it involves a heavy
ficokkeeping expense,

Majer Cole has volunieered to um-
dertake the management of this so-
ciety until it has been set upon a firm
hasis. Major Cole has had extensive
experience in this Iine in the army.

MECHANICALS HEAR
INTERESTING TALK

Mr. Charles T. Main Speaks on
the Pacific Mills at
Lawrence.

At 410, yesterday afternoon, the
Mechanical Engineering Society was
addressed by Mr. Charles T. Main, a
graduate of the Institute with the
class of 76, The subject of My, Main's
letk was: “The new Power Plant at
the Paeifie Mills, Lawrence, Mass.”
and it was illustrated with a2 Iarge
nuntber of slides, showing bothi plans
and photograplhis of the mills and
power station,

Mr, Main hegan his tallk by reading
a very complete account of the inves.
tigations carried on by the engineers
Lefore the plant was designed.  The
Pacific Aljlls, twelve years ago, were
the largest textile mills in the coun-
try, and at the rafe at which they
were arowing it becanle evident that
new plans would have to he made for
a power system to compensate the in-
crease of machinery necessary to lake
care of the growing business. In 1906
the management bought a portion of
Iand situated 800 feet from the mills,
and on this land it was planhed tn
erect a central power station,

The plant to he erected was to con-

BAMBOO IN M, E, LAB.

A Small Forest Imported From
China for Use in Thesis,

AMany questions have been asked
about the hamboo which arrived at the
Mechanical Engineering Laboratory
the day before yesterday afternoon.
The bamboo was ovdered on Chrisl-
mas, 1912, by H. K. Chow, ’13, from
Shaneglkal, China, to he used for thesis
vork., They arrived too late for this,
however and are to be used in the
testing derartment of the 3. E. Lab-
oratory. - The sticks will be tested for
tension, compressiow, torsion, specific
gravity. microscopic determination of
grain, ete. A number of the sticks
will be filled with conerete and their
guality as posis tested.

The sticks, forty in number, weigh
iwo ihounzand pounds; they average
ferty feet in length, and are from iwo
to eight inches in diameter, The trees
were from five to six years old when
cut., Fhe bamboo cost twelve dollars
in China; the freisht to San Francisco,
ane dollar per hundred. and from there
tn Boston, one dollar per hundred, ihe
total cosi heing fftyv-two dollarvs, Pro-
fessor Mayward is in charge of fhe
worl.

nor even that the estimate of operat-
ing expenses is to be accepted in its
final analysis, But we do believe that
the Institute Commitfee ecan profis-
ably consider fhe Ffgures on which
ihese are based. Nor yet is the gingle
tax the most hopeful means of raising
nioney for the start, even if the Cor
poration should withdraw from its
present aniagonistic attitnde., A iax
is compulsory, not co-operative.

By all means let us have a co-
operative store, but let us take the
time and forethought to build on a
sure and promising foundation., The
present Co-operative Society i8 not
broad enough in its scope; its benefits
are limited for the mwost part to the
men  who receive money from its
scholarship funds. We now need an
orgatization as well which will lghten
Lthe financial burden te all men around
the Institute. Doubtless if the pres-
ent society takes the proper attitude
It ean readily serve as a nucleus for
thig extension without being ham-
pered in carrving out its present
activities. We are sorry to say that
this spirit was not in evidence last
night.

We do not hesitate to predict that
the co-operative store, well planned
and operated, will appeal to the stu-
dent body; furthermore, we are con-
fident ithat there is enough of the

NEW MILITARY CAMP
SCHEME IN PROGRESS

Secretary of War Announces
Plan for Betterment of

Personnel.

In order fo increase the present in-
adequate personnel of the trained mili-
tary reserve of the United States by
a class of men from whom, in time of

a national emergency, a large propor-| ¥

tion of the commissioned officers will
probably be drawn, the Secretary of
War has decided to hold two experi-
ment military camps of instruction for
students of educational institutions
during the coming summer vacation

.| pericd. Should such camps prove a

success it is intended to hold them
anunually, one in each of the four sec-
tions of the country.

The ptan, in brief, is as follows:

All students over 17 years of age
and physically gualified volunteering
For this instruction, and who are prop-
erly recommended by the officer de-
tailed as military instructor at the in-
glitution, or the president of the same
where no such officer is detailed, be al-
lowed to participate in the camp of in-
struetion wunder the following pro-
vision:

(a) That their attendance at the
camp will be for the entire period, un-
legs compelled by actnal necessity to
leave before that time,

{b) That they will render them-
selves during this period subservient
to the rules and regulations of mili-
tary discipline, the commanding officer
baving authority to discontinue their
attendance upon violation thereof.

(¢} That the expenses of transpor
tation to and from camp, cost of uni
lcrms needed—2 pair of breeches

vect with the portion of the old plant
remaining in use, and as the company
had bhought the waier rights to the
river, it was essential that these
should be taken advantage of. Among
the old installments to be used were
all engines in good condilion, which
were to remain until worn out. Wow
the conditions to he met with were
somewhat different than are ordinarily
met with, and as a consequence the
design of the plant supplying the
power was carried out with this end
in view. ‘The new station was {g he
designed as a central station, pet-
manent water power being used in the
old appliances, and the changes in tihe
height of the water had to be locked
out for. A large amount of the ex-
haust steam could be used in the m.l s,
together with a large quantity of
warm water, and electric transmission
would be better than any other.

After these points had been ostab-
lished the engineers set to work and
collected data regarding the cost,
efficiency and maintenance of maekhin-
ery to be installed. All these facts
were finally gifted throngh, and as a
resuit the plans for the new power
station were begun.

The buildings, consisting of space
for coal pockets, boiler rooms and tur-
bine rooms, are all buili upon a solid
foundation of concrete piles. In the
fecture Mr. Main gave a number of
views showing the method of driving
this type of pile. After passing from
the constiruction of the buildings
themselves the speaker showed the
entire power plant and also geveral
views of the mills, .

When Mr. Main had finished his
talk he was given a vote of thanks
by all the men present for the very
interesting lecture which he had de-
livered, By way of conclusion to the
meeting Chairman Treat announced
that there would he a talk on next
Monday, at 4.10, in 11 Engineering B,
by Mr. Reynolds, on “The Problems
Avising in the Design of a Cotion
Mill,” to which all men interested are
invited.

_These camps will be held during the
conling summer, one at the Gettysburg
National Park, Pennsylvania, from
July 7 to August 29th, inclusive, and
the other at the Presidio of Monterey,
California, from July Tth to August
29th, ineclusive. '"The instruction and
military exercises will be confined, as
far ag practicable, to the mornings,
and take up about an average of four
hours per day. This will be real mili-
tary work, not play, and will include a
practical application of the proper pre-
cautions of health, care of the person,
camping and marching, and instruc-
tion in mi'itary policy besides instruc-
tien in shooting by actual practice on
n target range. The afternoons and
svenings will, so far as practical, with
due regard to proper supervision and
rlitary necesgities, be at the siu-
dents’ disposal.

It is thought that the plan will meet
with the approval of the college au-
thorities, the students and the parents
for the following reasong: It will give
a healthy out-of-door life for ihe sum-
mer vacation at a less expense than
