MAP ENGRAVERS SCARCE.

United States Geological Survey
Would Like to Get Some.

No finer maps are made than the
engraved topographic atlas sheets of
the United States Geological Survey.
In accuracy of detail as well as in
quality of printing the Survey asserta,
witn little fear of contradiction, that
its maps lead ail others, wherever
printed.  Great advances have heen
made in recent years in various phases
of the printing art, but for fine map
work, strange a8 it may Seem, no pro-
cess has vel heen found equal to tl}e
ariginal hand engraving, which is stil}
cgsentially the same process ﬂm_t 1t
was generations ago. The skﬂleﬂ
copper-plate engraver who cqts on his
metal base the thin lines which vepro-
duce the map is as necessary now as
he was during the middle of the last
century. Not everyone can be a suc-
cessful eungraver. It requires a fine
louch and a gocd eye. Announcemgnt
recently made by the Civil Service
Commission indicates tnat the profes-
gion of copper-iiate engraver 1s by no
means overrun, The Geologleal Sur-
vey wants competent map engravers
at salaries ranging from $3 a day
when actually employed to $1_.ﬁ()(} a
year, and is having difficulty in find-
ing applicants io competg for th_e po-
sitions. No regular examination is re-
quired, but samples of WOTK, properly
suthenticated, must be submitted. The
Chief Engraver of the Survey at
Washington will be glad_to hear of
anyone wio wants such a‘Job and who
can measure up to the high standard
of engraving work rqquired. Me-x_y 5
iz the date set for picking the right
men for the places.
