HAMMER CAGE AT FIELD.

nstallation Adds Greatly to
Present Equipment.

Thle efficiency of the Technology
, Cield at l1'rookline has been aug-
.nented by the recent erection of a
, -age for the lhiammer tlhrow. This
..;rille cage is 7 feet high and made ol
;i radius of 13 feet 6 inches, with one-
third of the circumference left open
'n thle direction ii which the hanmmer
is thrown. It is constructed of '/h-
nch wiire, crimped to form a diamond
nesh, measuring 21/L inches horizon-
t ally by 5 inches vertically, the wires
being set into a heavy clhannel iron
Irame and clinched over in the chan-
nel. Tlhe cage is made in sections S
feet long, and is suppl)orted by 21/2-
' nchl pipe posts, iron pipe size, prop-
Orly finished at the top, and set 4 feet
an the ground in concrete bases. The
;;ections of glrille arie strongly bolted
to the pipe posts, making the whole
,:age very strong and rigid.

people.

A repetition of the childish spirit
which these thrlee communications
have called to our attention cannot
occur without some radical step being
taken. It is a case where a good les-
son can be taught by a public mention
of the offenders, and we promise that
thle matter wvill receive our careful
attention.

May we take this opportunity to
thank the authors of these communi-
cations. A scarcity of space prevents
the publishing of all of them-to the
point, as they are.
