IMPORTANT INSTITUTE

Musical Clubs Ask For Advisory
Council Without Alumni
Members.

At the meéting of .the ' Institute
Committee, held vesterday afternoon,
reports  were received from the
treasurer of the committes, from the
Finance Commitiee, Union Committee,
and from the committee on the Co-
operative Society. A request was re-
ceived from the Musical Clubs to have
arrangements made so that the elubs
could be brought into closer touch
with the Institute Committee.

The committee voted, at the sugges-
fion of L. H. Lehmaier, that “it is the
opinion of the Institute Committee
that but one athletic event should be
held on Saturday of next week, and
that this event should .be the Tech-
Worcester meet.”

The treasurer reported a balance of
$36.61 for DMay 1, after all expenses
are paid. .

The Finance Committee reported
that all activities are free of debt, or
would finigh the term in that condi-
tion. They recommended that all
activities designate one person who
shall be responsible for all advertise-
ments that appear in the papers, and
that THE TECH be motified in writing
of the man appointed. The report
was accepted,

The <lection of Mac Fahren as
chairman of the Union Committee was
also rafified. Mac Fahren has been
the Junior memher of the committee,

The commiitee on a more efficient
Co-gperative Society reported prog-
ress, and also that a more comprehen-
sive report would be presented at a
later meeting,

In response to a reguest from tle
Musical Clubs, the Tustitute Commit-
tee voted to appoint a commitiee to
be eomposed of otte member of the In-
stifute Committee from each of ihe
three lower classes to consnll with the
management of the Musical Chnbs to
see about arranging a closer connege-
tion between the clubs and the com-
mitiee. An arrangement somewhat
like the present TECH or Teech Show
Advisory  Couneil, but  without the
Alumni advisors, was suggested.

The races were all inferest-
ing and close enough to hold the spec-
tators from start to finish.

The meet started with the hundred
end Hiney of the I3, A. A. defeated
Adams by a few inches by throwlng
himself at the tape. Connor of the
T AL A wags a close third, The time
was 10 2-5.

The half came next, and this event
was of especial attraction, as Marcean,
a former Tech star, was running for
the B, A, A, and was pitied against
his former teammates, Germain and
Bylund. The race started with a

snap, Bylund and Marceau fighting it
‘out for a good part of the guarter,

The pace, however, proved tac hot for
Bylupd and he dropped back, leaving
Germain to talke up the challenge,
For a short time it looked as if the
result was in doubt, but Marcean
nicked up and opened a lead of ger-
eral yvards on Germain, which the lat-
ter cut down on the last hundred
vards, so that they were quite close
as Marceau crossed the tape in 1,539
. T. Guething in ihe meanwhile had
passed Bylund and finished third.

TALK ON “INDIVIDUAL
ELECTRICAL DRIVING”

Mr, F. B. Perry, o8, Speaker at
Last Lecture Before M. E.
Society.

The Mechanieal Engineering Societly
had Its final tallk of the vear vestep-
tay afterncon in Room 11, Engineer-
ing T3, at 4 o'clock. Mr. . B. Perry,
Technology, *98, who is with the Gen-
cral Electrie Company in the Mill
Power Department, spoke on “Indi-
vidual Electrical Driving,” as applied
to cotron and sflk mills. The talk
way  illustrated with  many photo-
graphs taken in various mills all aver

the country, showing the mefliod of

installment of individual motors and
the various methods of connection.

Alr, Perry first gave a few statisties
concerning the change in the horse-
lrower of motors whielh has taken
place in the last few vears. In 1902
the average horse-)ower of motors put
aut by the General Klectric Company
wag 61. Today it is 21. This shows
that the tendency is toward indi-
vidual driving, Gear connections are
more efficient for motor drive than
belt connections, but cunnot be used
on machines subject to sudden start-
ing or stopping. Also, the speed can
be altered to better advantage wlhen
belt connections are used. Two hun-
dred and twenty-volt motors are used
mostly tor individual driving, since
they have been found to be more
efficient than the 3i0-volt motors,
They are also much safer to operate
and do not require as much insvlation.
It ig also an important faetor that
stigller motors bave a much higher
average speed. Although Jarger mo-
tors are cheapeyr than smaller motors,
mannfacturers are beginning to realize
that the ultimate, and not the initial
coxl, has to be cousgidered.

When Mr. Perry had conecluded his
tatk he offered to explain anything

OPEN DAY AND NICGHT
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STUDENTS VISIT
MODERN LAUNDRY

Several Men Examine Latest
Methods of Machine
Laundry.

« Beveral of the students had an op-
portunity recently to visit a modern
laundering establishment and ‘were
very much impressed by the improved
methods for prerforming this work.
The keynote to this place seemed to
be to afford a maxidimm wear to all
articles by eliminating all extra rub-
bing which is characteristic of the old-
Tashioned methods employing the
wvashboard and the fabric-destroying
flat iron.

‘When the goods are received by the
laundry they are placed in the wash-
ing machines, which consist of wood-
en cylinders, something over three
feet in diameter and abour six faet
long. The walis of these eylinders
are perforated with half-inch holes,
and the whole affair révolves in a
trough partly filled with soapy water.
The c¢ylinders revolve slowly four
times in one direction and then re-
verse their motion. This process con-
tinues for about an hour with frequent
changings of wash water, After they
are carefully and completely washed
ithe goods are placed in a2 machine
called an extractor. This is a cylin-
drical drum with perforated walls
which revolves at a high speed, caus.
ing the goods to be thrown against
the sides of the drum by centrifugal
force and the water to be extracted
through the perforations so that the
articles soon are left but slightly
damp and in a proper condition fop
ironing,

The large “fiat iron” is then passed
between padded steam-heated rollers
and pressed, rather than rubbed,
smaooth. All othier work, shirts, col-

TECHNOLOGY GRADUATE
HONORED AT REUNION

Alumni of Teachers’ Schoal Pay
Tribute to G. H. Barton,
M. L T, 'So.

Prof. George H. Barton, M. I. T. 80,
the Director of the Teachers’ School
of Scienee, was honored by graduates
of the schiool at a reunion held at the
Hotel Brunswick last evening. The
occasion of the reunion was the cele-
bration of the twenty-fifth yvear of
Prof, Barton's service as director.
About two hundred gradwvates were
preseni, and the program consisted
mainly of speeches hy President Mae-
laurin, Dean Burton and other prom-
inent men,

The Teachers' School iz largely de-
voted to the interests of geology and
botany. In his speech Doctor Maelaurin
fold how Technology and the Teach-
org’ School had grown up together
within the same quadrangle, how ciose
they were in interests, and how in the
beginning the same group of men, in-
cluding Cummings of Lowell, were in-
terested equally in the two institu-
tions.  Sveaking about Prof. Barton,
the President said: “He 13 a Tech-
nology product of whom his Alma
Mater and the community may well
feel proud. He has done a great work
quietly and unostentatiously, and has
gained thereby the respect of all in-
terested in the work of the school.”

Dean Purton spoke of the success-
ful methods of teaching employved by
Prof. Barton. He said: “He works in
the open, taking Nature hersel{ for
the text book, and making of geology
a living, vital question to the student.
It is upon this prineiple that the
sehool has attained its great useful-
ness in geology as well as in botany
and zoology.”

heated™ closets before ironing.
Starched goods are then passed
througll a machine which applies a
proper amount of starch to them.

All starched goods are ironed with-
out the use of the flat iron and the
old ,friction method. The collars are
run, ‘Hetween cloth-padded, steam-
heated rollers, which iron.them per-
fectly without wear and tear. The
hosoms of shirts are ironed by an in
geneous machine which merely
presses them between nroperly shaped
heated pneumatic cushions. A sim-
flar machine also irons the non-de-
tachable cuffs, while the unstarched
portions of the shirts are ironed with
flat irons. Here, however, ne harm-
ful friction ig applied,

The method of folding the collars is
interesting. Instead of being bent
over by shear forece with a consider-
able tendenecy for cracking, they are
run through a curious machine which
slightly moistens the line of fold and
epnables the turning to he easily per-
formed by hand, If the collar is an
old one, with its edge cracked, the
rough edge is treated in a special
polishing machine which greatly im-
proves its condition and often makes
an old eol’ar still wearable,

Each piece of work, on completion.
iz earefully inspected, and if found in
anyway imperfeet it ig relaundered,
unless it is on the “one day” list,
which malkes such a procedure impos-
sible. The goods are then sent to the
delivery department, where they are
sorted by means of their identification
nnmhbers and then delivered to the
customers.
