Proposal to Distinguish Winners
of Intercollegiate Events by

Special Insignia.

A suggestion has been made that
the Advisory Council on Athletics
formulate a set of rules by which
some distinctive addition be made to
the insignia "T" in order to distin-
guish those men who win in games or
meets of the Intercollegiate Associa-
tion, of which the M. I. T. A. A. is a
member. At other colleges some such
distinction is made. At Cornell, for
example, tile winners in tIle 1. C. A.
A. A. A. annual meet are awarded the
right to wear a cornelian and white
band in addition to the "C." The
band extends from the right shoulder
to the left hip, and the letter is worn
ii, the regular place.

The proposed innovation is to have
the Institute make some similar pro-
vision. One suggestion has been made
that the top of the "T" be surcharged
by a five-pointed gray star, about
three inches in diameter, with the top
ray extending above the top line of
the letter. Other suggestions are in.
vited.

The primary purpose of making
some distinguishing feature is to give
men who win a "T" in I. C. A. A. A. A.
events during the first or second year
at the Institute and to those who may
be granted a "T" by the Advisory
Council in dual collegiate games an
incentive to continue active work in
athletics. Under the present rules the
Advisory Council "at its discretion
may award T's to the first man In a
dual, or to the first or second man in
a triangular intercollegiate meet." A
first or second-year man, who is a
winner of a "T" would then have to
win a place at an annual meet of the
N. E. I. C. A. A. or of the I. C. A. A.
A. A., in order to be grailted tile right
to wear a "starred T." Furthermore,
he could wear such an insignia dur-
ing his third and fourth years only
by continued athletic activity. Even
if a first or second-year man won the
right to wear a "T" at the annual
meet of the N. E. I. C. A. A. or 1. C.
A. A. A. A., lie could -not wear a
"starred T" excelit by active continu-
ance in athletic work during his In-
stitute career, and even then, not un-
til his third and fourth years.
