PHENOMENAL INCREASE
IN REGISTRATICN

Men From 8everal Continents and
Many States Come Here
In New Class.

Although the time allotted for regis-
tration is passed the numbher of students
continues to increase. Already there
are 1,668 registered, which is fifty-seven
more than last year. This makes it
over a hundred more than two years
ago. an increase which shows the trend
of the young men of today.

The Institute is far ahead of any
other college in the country in percent-
age of students from foreign lands, and
the large number will this year be in-
creased by sixteen. Still another intetr-
esting feature is shown by the registra-
tion, the number of students who return
year after year to continue their studies.

There are now registered at Tech-
nology about 190 students from other
colleges, and 33 men who are taking
graduate courses, 215 in all. Besides
this there are 35 men who are entering
the school in one of the advanced
classes, so that hesides the regular group
of students who are following the
courses from the beginning there are
not far from 275 new students, and
this does not count the entering Fresh-
mett.

Of this number ot advanced students

Massachusetts furnishes about 70, the
rest of New England about 25 more,
and the states from New York to Texas
about 84. It is interesting to note that
strotig centres of interest have been
developed in Baltimore and Texas. This
distant state furnished 21 students last
year and six or seven new ones are in
this advanced group alone.
The West send 39 of the advanced
students and the West coast 14 new
men, with its new centres of interest in
Wisconsin. More than a score of for-
eigners are included in these new stu-
dents above the Freshman year, six
from Canada, and one each from Cuba
and Honolulu; four from Europe, rep-
resenting Denmark, Greece, Russia and
Turkey; from South America, Brazil
has two and Chile one; while China
sends six new high grade students.

With references to the colleges rep-
resented by this group of students, it
may merely be said that hardly any
strong college is slighted and men with
degrees are plentiful.

The regular Freshman class numbers
a little short of four hundred, and bids
fair to surpass this number. As is
usual about, one-half—205—come from
Massachusetts, not including the 73
from Boston. New England is repre-
sented by 25; New York to Texas by
53, and 10 from the West, three from
the West coast and the 13 foreigners.

Six women are included in the list of
students.

TECH SHOW BOOKS DUE

The show management calls attention
to the fact that the books are due, as it
is espmcially desirous of having them in
early this year. Accordingly all men
who are now writing books are re-
quested to bring them down to the Show
Office at five o'clock Friday afterncon,
October 3. It is not expected that any
of the books will be finished, but all
authors are urged to hand in what they
have completed, with an outline for the
remainder of the libretto, These will be
sent on to Coach Saenger in New Vork
for criticisms and suggestions and re-
turned to the authors in the middle of
next week. It is thought that this plan
will be a great aid to the authors and

will mean a large saving of time.

PHELPS CALLED TO
GOVERNMENT SERVICE

Institute Professor Accepts An Im-
portant Position at
Washington.

The resignation of Mr. Earle B.
Phelps, Assistant Professor of Re-
search in Chemical Biology at the In-
stitute, has recently been submitted.
This is a result of a call from Wash-
ington, where he will take the im-
portant position of sanitary enginecr
for the U, S. Public Health Service,
Professor Phelps is well qualified for
his new position, and the call is a
gratifying and well deserved recog-
nition of his success in the field to
which he has devoted the larger part
of his career.

Mr. Phelps was graduated from the
Institute with the class of 1809, Im-
niediately after graduation he entered
the service of the Massachusetts State
Board of Health, In 1903 he was
called to Technology as chemist and
hacteriologist of the Sanitary Re-
search Laboratory. During the fol-
lowing eight years he was in charge
of researches into the purification of
sewage., The results of these re-
scarches led to the development of
th modern process of purification of
water supplies.

In connection with his work in sew-
age purification, Mr, Phelps became
interested in the purification of shell-
fish waters. His success in this line
is shown by the fact that he has been
retained by many oyster growers in
different parts of the country as con-
sulting sanitary engineer.

Professor Phelps has been employed
in many parts of the country in a pri-
vate capacity, in conpection with sew-
age problems, He has superintended
the construction of many municipal
and private sewage disposal plants,
and has also been retained as consult-
ing sanitary engineer for several state
boards and municipalities.

As Profesor Phelps’ resignation was
handed in after the last meeting of
the Corporation, his successor has not
yvet been appointed. It is understood,
however, that Robert 5. Weston,
M, L. T. '%, is recommended by the
Biology Department for the vacant
position.
