stitute doings.

T. C. A. TALKS BEGIN

First One Next Thursday Noon-Dr.
Crawford To Speak.

The Technology Christian Associa-
tion will begin its series of Thursday
noon tallks in the Union next, a week
from today. Secretary Talbot of the
T. C. A. has for the first speaker of
the year Dr. George A.-Crawford, chap-
lain, U. S. N., retired. Dr. Crawford
is not entirely unknown to Tech men,
for he spoke in the Union early last fall,
also under the auspices of the T. C. A.
Last year his topic was "Anl Unanswer-
able Argument," and he held the atten-
tion of the assembled men to a con-
siderable extent. Dr. Crawford comes
from Brookline and is a very popular
worker.

CHEMICAL SOCIETY
MEETING TOMORROW

New Constitution to Be Drawn Up
and Society To Be

Reorganized.

Tomorrow afternoon at 5 o'clock tht
Chemical Society will hold its first meet
ing of the year in Room 23, Walker
Building. The main purpose of calling
this meeting is to adopt a new consti-
tution, enabling the society to make the
endeavor to become one of the foremost
student activities in the Institute. The
society in past years has been great13
handicapped in every way because of
the lack of funds sufficient to carry on
an organization of its kind. For this
reason, particularly, several changes will
be made in the constitution.

The principal departure from the old
documrent is the increase in dues from
50 cents to $1.00, and in minor details.
the new constitution is so constructed
that much of the society's business will
be considerably simplified and will en-
able the execution of more business
much more conveniently. The society
is also given more power to act.

Last year the Chemical Society was
the largest society in the Institute, and
at the present time it is the only one in
which a yearly assessment of less than
$1.00 is made. The society has already
made out an elaborate program for the
coming year, and it is felt that it is
absolutely necessary to raise more money
to carry out the proposed plans. The
executive committe hopes that all the
members will be present at this im-
portant meeting to reorganize the asso-
ciation, and to give it an up-to-date con-
stitution.

Owing to the resignation of Watson
'14 from the program committee, sealed
nominations will be received at the Cage
until Friday noon, October 12th. The
election will be held shortly after that
date. The nominee, in order to be eli-
gible for office, must be a member of
the Senior class.

JUNIOR CLASS TO
ELECT NEW OFFICERS

The present executive board of the
class of 1915 held its last meeting yes-
terday in Rogers. A committee of five,
consisting of T. F. Spear, chairman;

educational and in a social way. He
mentioned the Public Library, the Art
Museum, the parks and the socials
which are conducted by neighboring
churches.

In regard to the school work Dean
Burton said that he had found that new
men have difficulty in adjusting them-
selves to the conditions of college life.
They are inclined to devote too little
time to systematic work on home les-
sons, when they find the Institute work
is not quite so hard as they expected it
would be. He said that the conse-
quences of this slackness in the work
was the necessary for "cramming," with
probable trouble.

After the Dean had finished his talk,
and had thanked the men for the help
they had given the Registrar's Office,
the meeting adjourned to the upper
room of the Union, and M. E. Langley,
president of the T. C. A., introduced
Ralph Salisbury as the moving spirit of
the whole work. Salisbury thanked the
men for their enthusiastic co-operation.
Then C. G. Norton spoke of the mem-
bership of the Association, and desired
every advisor to try to get new mem-
bers.

Secretary Talbot had a lot of impor-
tant things to say about the work. The
"bibles" are waiting at the T. C. A.
office for those Freshmen and new men
who have not yet received one. After
they have been distributed as far as is
possible to all men who entered this
year, the remaining few will be given
to the advisors. Secretary Talbot also
added a few words to what Dean Bur-
ton had said, and in particular he
charged the advisors to see if they
could reduce the number of flunk-outs
at the end of the first term. He intends
to have advisors appointed for every
man who enters the Institute this year,
and for that reason he wishes to hear
from men who would like to take up the
work.
