Men To Atend Meeting at New Bed-
ford on Thursday.

The c¢lasses in Biology and publie
health will have the frst inspection
trip of the year next Thursday, when
Professor Sedgwick will take the
members to the meeting of the Mas-
sachusctts Association of Boards of
Health at New Bedford., The main
feature of the meeting will be the in-
spection of the new intercepling sew-
er system of the city and means for
the disposal of the sewage. New Bed-
ford has enjoyed the distinction of
having so badly a contaminated har-
bor that the Swsate Board of Health
has prohibited the taking of shell fish
from its waters for food, save under
very stringent restrictions. The new
system, which is to treat the sewage
and convey it to strong outfiow cur-
rentg is cxpected to remedy all the
difficulties, It will he a great ohject
tesson for the students.

ENGINEERING AND
SCIENTIFIC NOTES

At a recent meeting of the Interna-
tional Electro-chemica! Commission held
in Berlin an effort was made towards a
much needed standardization of elec-
trical terms when a list of some eighty
terms and definitions was adopted. The
commission has decided to add German
and Spanish equivalent terms with
their definitions to this list of terms,
thereby bringing about a closer co-op-
eration with the German committee, for
previously only the English and French
languages were used in the definitions.

The Marconi Company of America
has just made a contract with the Nor-
wegian government for the erection of
wireless stations in Norway to com-
municate with station in Massachusetts.
This will make another [ink in the
chain of Marconi stations which are
being planned to give wireless service
throughout the entire world. The Mar-
coni Company has purchased sites for
the proposed stations along the Massa-
chuasectts coast and plans to erect the
duplex system, by which radiograms
can be received and sent at the same
time. The operation of the system will
be the same as is now employed at New
Brunswick and at Belinar, New Jersey,
through which messages are sent across
the Atlantic to Wales.

This extension policy of the Marconi
Company includes the erection of high
power stations on the Pacific coast, in
Japan and the Philippine Islands. Con-
struction is already under way in Japan.
but as yet the company has Dbeen un-
able to get concessions from the govern-
ment for the Philippine station. These
stations will be followed in a short time
by a system of wireless communication
with Australia, New Zealand, Egypt and
India until radiograms can be sent to
and from all parts of the globe.

E. B. PHELPS TO SPEAK

Former Tech Prof. To Address Mass
Assoc. Board of Health.

Mr. Earle B. Phelps until recently
a Professor in Research in Chemical
Biology at the Institute will address
the Massachusetts Association Board
of Health at the meeting to he held
in New Bediord next Thursday. The
subject of the article is to he “The
Purification of Harbors."”

Mr. Phelps is a graduate of the [n-
stitute being a member of the Class
of 1899, He came to the Iustitute in
1903 as chemist and hacteriologist of
the Sanitary Research Laboratory.
He has now been called to take the
important position of sanitary engin-
cer for the U. S, Public Health Serv-
ice.

It is to inspect the new Sewage and
Disposal Plants of New Bedford that
have been installed there to remedy
the excessively bad conditions in the
harbor owing to the ill disposal of
sewage that the Association went to
new Bedford.

CIVIL ENGINEERS TO
ELECT NEW MEMBERS

Prof. C. B. Breed To Speak on The
Abolishment of the Grade
Crossings at Lynn.

This year the Civil Engineering So-
ciety pltans to hold a3 meeting every
three weeks and to have a trip to some
large work at least every four weeks.
At these meetings it is expected to have
some very interesting speakers.

The first meeting will be held on Fri-
day, Oct. 17, at 8 P. M. in the Union.
At this meeting Prof. Charles B.
Breed of the Civil Engineering Dept.
will speak on the subject, “Abolishiment
of Grade Crossings at Lynn” He has
been in charge of this well-known en-
gineering feat for several years and
will thus be able to give a very inter-
esting talk on the different phases of it.
He has a collection of lantern slides
which he proposes to nse in conneetion
with his talk.

The first meeting will be open to all
men who are eligible to join the saciety.
All men of the three upper classes of
the Courses I XI and IV, Option 2 arc
eligible and it is hoped that a large
number of men will turn out. Refresh-
ments will be served. Twenty new men
will be elected to membership in the
society at this meeting, and all men who
wish to become members must hand in
their names at the Cage addressed to
the secretary, J. W. Hines ’14, hefore
October 17, the date set for the first
meeting of the society.

THE SMELTING INDUSTRY

The value of the metals produced
from dJdomestic ores, foreign ores,
matte, and unrefined bullion smelted
or refined in the United States in
1912, according to a report by J. P.
Dunlop, of the United States Geologi-
cal Survey, was $995,798,618 com-
pared with $787,727,776 in 1911. The
figures are approximate, as the value
given for aluminum is that for con-
sumption and inclades the imported
metal in addition to the production
from domestic ores.

The guantity and value of the met-
als are given for both domestic and
foreign sources, but it is necessary to
add the value of the secondary metals
recovered in 1912 in order to show
the vast extent of the refinery and
smelting industry in  the United
States.  As the value of these see-
ondary metals, which i c¢xclusive of
gold, silver, platinum, iron, and alumi-
num, amounted to over $77.000.000 in
1912, it is reasonable to assume that
the total value of the metals derived
from foreign and domestic sources
by the smeliing and refineries in the
United States amounted to over $I,-
100,000,000, A portion of the increased
value in 1912 was due to the much
higher average prices for silver, cop-
per, and zinc, but the production of
all metals other than gold and anti-
monial lead increased in 1912,

The quantities of the various met.
als, which are given in other Survey
reports in long tons for pig iron, fer-
ro-alloys, and aluminam, in  troy
ounces for the precious metals, and
in flasks for guicksilver, are all stated
in short tons in the table given in
Mr. Dunlop’s report.

CROSS-COUNTRY WORK.

Today the Cross-Country men who
are taking the preliminary training
will meet at the Gym at 4.15, the oth-
ers, however, will meet at the Field.

The work is progressing slowly
and Capt. Nye of the Cross-Country
Team says that there seems to be a
lack of enthusiasm among the men,
and hopes that in the future much
more interest will be shown.
