MEMORIAL PRESENTED
TO THE INSTITUTE

Given in Memory of Dr. Jacob Big-
low, a Founder of
Technology.

The fatest gift to the Institute of
Technology is a bust of Dr. Jacob Big-
low, M.D., presented by his grandson,
Dr. William 5. Biglow, of this city.
The chief interest of this to Tech stu-
dents is that this man was one of the
Bostonians who gave encouragement
and financial aid to Professor Rogers
in the establishment of this Institute.

Born in 1786, Dr. Biglow early be-
came noted as a physician, a teacher of
medicine and & student of natural
science. In 1816 he delivered the in-
augural address at Harvard University.
As early as 1829 he began to call public
attention to the relations of Technology
to the arts by giving a course of lec-
tures on the subject, Twenty-five years
later when Professor Rogers came to
Boston filled with the idea of a techni-
cal school he found in Dr. Biglow a
ready sympathizer and enthusiastic sup-
porter. Dr. Biglow became one of the
first four vice-presidents of the Tech-
nology Corporation elected in the first
meeting held May 6, 1868, This posi-
tion he held until two years before his
death, which took place tn i870. Dr.
Biglow was the author of a number of
scientific works, but the chief interest
of Technology students in him is the
fact that the f{ounding of Technology
was i a large measure due to him.

The bust, which is of marble, is to be
placed in the library, together with those
of Mrs. Rogers, Mr. C. C, Perkins and
Dr. Walker.

The plans made this year hy the

have met with universal approval
throughout the Institute. The same
thing, it is true, has heen done in the
past, but the scale of its accomplish-
nent this year, and the careful atten-
tion to every detail, make the presem
work especially effective. Mr. Talbot
and his assistants are to he congratu-
lated on the successful completion of
what seemed at first an impossible

undertaking.

We wounder whether the spirit
which has animated these men might
not well find a slightly wider applica-
tion. Could not cven those of us
wilo have not felt able to shoulder
the responsibility which fatls upen @
student adviser, yet be a bit more
alive to our little opportunities to help
those who have come as strangers
among us? More than once we have
heard of man coming to Tech from a
distance, unknown, iriendless, and
awed by the iron indifference of the
machine in which he had become a
cog, struggling for weeks with lenec-
liness as well as with lessons, and fin-
ally giving it up in despair. Tt is
true that there is no necessity for any
man ecfeling himself a stranger at
Tech after the first week, for oppor-
tunities are afforded to become ac-
quainted with his fellows and with the
social life of the city; but there are
always a few who are timid, or who
are not reached by the “opportuni-
ties” and
presented and who want nothing but
plain friendship. To speak of sym-
pathy or human kindness in a school
like this is sometimes accounted sen-
titiiental twaddle, bui these qualities
are the only lubricant for the wheels
of fate, and we are in no danger of hav-
ing too much of them.

ENGINEERING AND ° :
. SCIENTIFIC NOTES

Cassier’s Engineering Monthly for
September contains a very interesting
account of a gigantic power plant un-
der construction at keokuk, Iowa.
This plant is located at the foot of the
Des Moines Rapids, where the energy
of a very large body of water falling
a moderate distance of from 30 to 40
feet is to be converted into 00,000
horse-power of electrical energy. In
order to make possible the utilization
of the entire flow of the Mississippl,
a dam over 4,500 feet long has heen
constructed perpéndicular to tne bLne
of flow, aird adjacent to this is per-
haps the largest power house 1 the
world, measuring 1400 by 123 feet.
The power is developed from the fall-
ing water in turbines of the well-
known TFrancis type which have a ca-
pacity of 10,000 H.P. each. These
machines are driven at a moderate
speed and are built on the “reaction”
pattern which has proven more effi-
cient in the existing conditions than
the “impulse” tarbines which operate
so well with a small body of water
having a large head. Coupled directly
to the turbines are the generators,
enormous machines some 31 feet in
diameter and standing over 11 feet in
height.
~ The distribution of this energy once
it 1s generated presents in itself a dif-
ficult engineering problem. The near-
est large city is St. Lounis, 144 miles
away, and the energy is to be trans-
mitted thence at a potential of 110,000
volts along wires supported by steel
structural towers.

Here is a step towards conserva-
tion and a powerful atteimpt of man
to harness the forces of nature. To
quote, “The mighty Mississippi River
i5 to be hitched to the machinery and
devices of civilization just as truly as
ever a work horse was harnessed 1o
plow or wagon.”

The article is illustrated by several
excellent photographs and drawings.

ANTIMONY A BY-PRODUCT

While no antimony was produced
in the United States last year from
domestic ore, a considerable quan-
tity was saved in the form of anti-
monial lead, which is obtained at the
smelters of precious mefals in the
course of their operations, and largc
quantities of antimonial alloys are re-
coverced from sccondary sources, such
as scrap bearing and type metals, sol-
der, and antimonial lead drosses.
[From antimonial lcad of hoth domes-
tic and forcign origin but smelted in
the Unitedd States, according to fig-
ures compiled by the United States
Geological Survey, 1,949 short tons of
antimony were produced, while from
old alloys, scrap, dross, etc., 2,504
short tons of antimony were recov-
ered.
