REGISTRAR ADOPTS
NEW NUMBER SYSTEM

Subjects Arranged so That Their
Numbers Show Classification

The Registrar has installed a new
system of numbering the courses
this year, which is constructed on
the principle that the number of each
subject shall convey' some informa-
tion ahout the subject itself. The
figure representing the hundreds in
eacl new number or the letter placed
before the number indicates the gen-
eral classification of the subject,
either by course or department. The
tens’ figure shows in what year the
subject comes, and the last figure
shows in what term it is given. If
it comes in the first term the unit
figure is odd; if in the second term,
everr. The system is not, however,
rigidly followed out. In some of the
course numbers it has been found
impossible to make every figure cor-
respond to the system:
