Distributing Tower In
Place—Construction
Sheds Erected.

Concrete

Despite the anfavorable weather
conditions, the work on the New
Technology site just across the
Charles River Basin in Cambridge is
progressing quite rapidly. The ex-
cavation for the frst section of
buitdings is nearly completed while
the grading of the court vard s well
under way.

The work on the conercte founda-
tions will be started as soon as the
high concrete distributing tower now
under construction is completed, The
concrete is to be taken directly fron-
the mixer to the top of this tower by
clevators, from the top of which it
#ill be distributed by a pipe line to
-he points of construction,

5ix temporary shelter houses have
been erected at various points around
the site and one larpe concrete store-
house is nearing completion in the
center of the vard. A spur track
has been run from the Boston & Al
bany Railroad to tihis cement shed tc
facilitate untoading the enormons
amount of cement that will bhe han-
dled, The work has progressed to
such a degree that one can get a good
idea of the shape of the buildings by
merely examining the outlines of ex-
cavations

ENGINEERING AND
SCIENTIFIC NOTES

The exports of domestic clay prod-
ucts from the United States in 1012
were valied at $5.000.895, an increase
of $1,335,175, or 36.4 per cent; in 1911
they increased $1,021,118, or 3.86 per
cent. QOf these exports, 7645 per
ceni was brick and tile and 23.55 per
cent was pottery. Brick and tile ex-
ports increased $1,558.757. or 68.84
per cent, n 1912,

A short report on the Cerrilios coal
field, Santa Fe County, New Mex.
by Willis T. Lec, just issued by the
United States Geological Suivey, de-
scribes a coal field which is one of
the few in the United States outside
of the Pennsylvania anthracite field
containing true anthracite cdal. Con-
siderable dnterest attaches to  the
Cerrillos coal field, not so much be-
cause of its present productiveness
as hecause it is one of the oldest pro-
ducers of coal in western America.
The mines that were worked most
extensively have been abandoned.
but the field contain many good coal
scams, some from 4 to 6 feet thick.
of anthracite and bituminous coal.

The coals of the Cerrillos feld
have heen developed in so few places
and so little is known of the continu-
ity of the beds that no useful esti-
mate of available tonnage can be
made. The area of coal-bearing
rocks is about 30 sguare miles, but
the uncertaiuty as to the occurrence
of commercially important coal heds .
in many places renders any estimate
that might he made almost worth-
less. However, as the mines in the
very small area developed have fur-
nished, according to the statistics of
the Geological Survey. about 2,330.-
000 tons of coal, large bodies of valu-
able ceal may yet e found in the

Cerritlos field.
