The third set of chess games be-
tween Harvard and Technology, which
was played on Saturday, resulted in
a victory for the latter.

Woodbridge won the first victory for
Tech by defeating R. P. Corse of Har-
vard. This match looked like a vic-
t'ry for Harvard when Corse took an
imporltant piece without forfeiting any
of his own pieces, but Woodbridge
played skillfully from this point on
and, at the end came out victorious.
Technology took the lead when H. T.
Chandler won from D. E. Brand. The
next game, which was between L. P.
Hoyt of Tech, and D. H. Beers of Har-
vard, resulted in a draw. Tmis made
the score 2/2 to 11/2 in Tech's favor.
In order to win it was necessary for
Tech to win two of the remaining
games while Harvard had to will
three.

In the two games E. F. Longe and
L. R. Ford, of Harvard, defeated WV.
Grant and R. F. Jones, respectively.
This made it necessary for Tech to
win the two r'emaining games to winll
the match. In the first of these I.
Paris, of Tech, defeated W. I. Deffen-
bagh, of Harvard, tying the score, and
leaving the match to be decided by C.
H. Fabens of Harvard, and C. E. Nor-
trood of Te'ch. This game was even
until almost the very end, when NoI-
wood obtained a slight advantage. He
mailtained this advantage and de-
feated his opponent, which meant vic-
tory for Tech.

APPLICATIONS NOW DUE.

Scholarship Applicants Should
Present Data by Friday.

All applicants for scholarships for
the coming year (excepting State
scholarships), should leave an appli-
cation blank at the Registrar's office
and also leave their names on a card
supplied' for this purpose and enclose
it in an envelope before April 11th.
These blanks and cards may be ob-
tained at the Registrar's office. Ap-
plications dated since January 1st
need not be duplicated, but the appli-
cant should notify Professor Dewey
in writing if he desires to apply for
a scholarship grant for next year.

It is necessary for the applicant to
state the class, course and all free
hours for consultation. Each appli-
cant will be notified by mail in regard
to the date selected for consultation.

Those who intend to hand in their
application for State scholarships
should obtain blanks at the State
House, and send them to the State
Board of Education before July 1st.

While the State Board of Education
has full control of the award of the
State scholarships, it is the custom to
submit all applications to the Faculty
for endorsements in regard to stand-
ing and other advice. For this rea-
son the Scholarship Committee al-
though they have no right to request
conferences or other information from
applicants, will always be glad to re-
ceive and consider all information
that may be furnished. All students
intending to apply for State scholar-
ships s'hould notify the Registrar to
that effect.

".Phades- of the Industrial
Problem" Thursday.

C. A. have secured a prominent and
excellent speaker, one well worthy of
the support of the student body.

This' occasion will be the first time
that the T. C. A. has asked an out-of-
town speaker to come to the Institute
to address the students. Rev. Van
der Pyl will come from Haverhill
especially for this talk, and the T. C.
A. hopes that the attendance will be
one of the largest, if not the largest,
of the year.

The subject of the talk is one of
considerable interest and is one of
vital concern to the industrial world.
The talk should be of some impor-
tance to Tech men, since, as engi-
neers, they will some time be faced
by difficult problems of the nature of
*those upon which Rev. Van der Pyl
will speak.
