T. C. A. CABINET

Budget for Coming Year Approved
-Large Appropriation Made.

The Cabinetn of the T. C. A. had
a meeting yesterday afternoon, and
transacted some important business.
The most significant business done
was the passing on the budget for the
year 1913-1915, proposed by the fi-
nance committee. By accepting the
budget for the coming year, the T. C.
A. Cabinet authorizes the expenditure
of $361. and the raising of the sumi of
M4Ml, of which $100 is to be set aside
as a permanent fund.

Among the items of interest are
contributions to the State Y. M. C.
A. and to the International Y. M. C.
A., which co-operate with the T. C.
A., and items covering speakers' trav-
eling expenses, and socials.

Tn its financial affairs, the T. C. A.
is dependent to a large extent upon
the Alumni Advisory Board, but the
Association has been making the ef-
fort to shoulder its own expenses as
far as possible. This year in particu-
lar, the T. C. A. will try to raise its
own money for covering necessary
expenses. and whether its efforts will
be successfull will, of course, depend
entirely on the support received fromt
the student body. The T. C. A. is
slowlv but surely establishing itself
on a firm and practically independent
basis.

CIVIL SOCIETY HOLDS
INTERESTING MEETING

Prof. Breed Delivers Lecture-To
Inspect New Paine

Building.

Following the regular business
meeting of the Civil Engineering So-
ciety last evening in the Union, Pro-
fessor Breed of the Civil Engineer-
ing Department of the Institute ad-
dresed the Society on the subject of
the Grade /Crossing Elimination
Work at Lynn, with which he has
been identified.

Professor Breed opened by giving
a brief history of the reconstruction
work. He told of the disagreement
between the town people and the
railroad company. It was finally de-
cided to have a two-track system
and to have it elevated in place of
depressed The people of the town
agreed to pay half the cost and the
New York, New Haven & Hartford
Company the balance.

During the lecture Professor
Breed showed stereoptican views or
the construction work,. of the con-
crete work used onl the bridge, and
of a picture painted in advance to
show the people of the tolvn how the
completed structure would look. The
speaker explained that it was some-
tines vrery difficult for a contractor
to give laymen i good idea of the
finished structure by the use of
plans. In this case he had an artist
paint over a picture of the main
street and put in place the structure
as it would be when completed.

Hen concluded by showing how
this method might he used more of-
ten to make it easy for councilmen
to understand contractors' plans and
specifications.

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The disagreement concerning the
Sophomore nominations has reached
such a point that the only fair course
we can pursue is to publish the facts
of the case as learned from both
sides. They are, to the best of our
knowledge, as follows:

Last Thursdaytwo members of the
election committee were waiting for
the third member. At eight minutes
before five o'clock, the closing time
for nominations, a telephone message
was received stating that papers ha.
been filled for two more men, and
asking if it would be all right to
l)ring them in the follow;ng morning.
The members said that personally
they would like to see 'the nomina-
tions accepted, but could not answer
definitely withbut talking it over
with the other membl)er. The party
telephoning took this as an affirnia-
tive answer from a majority of the
committee, and considered the mat-
ter settled.

On his arrival, -they talked it over
and decided to follow the constitu-
tion strictly and exclude the late
nominations.

They telephoned this decision to
the holders of the papers; it was
then half-past five. The latter,
thinking thatsince the papers could
have been brought in, the names
should be included, called in the
president of the class, who peremip-
torily ordered the committee to sus-
pend all operations until after the
meeting of the governing board on
the following day.

The committee, indignant at being
called down for a plain discharge of
their duty, thinking that the othe-
side was playing politics, and under-
standing that the governing board
w'as "planted" against them, made up
the' ballot as they thought right,
posted it on the bulletins, and en-
deavored to have it printed in THE
TECH. High words were used, and
an arndun t of feeling aroused en-
tirely out of proportion with the
facts of the case.

The presidentf took down the list~
from the bulletin, an act to be ex-
cused, if. not justified, by his high

feeling and belief that it was fraud-
ulent, 'and sanctioned by an officer
with' authority. The committee,
fearing a one-sided hearing before

'the board, did not come to the meet-
ing; the latter, seeing all appear-
ances against the committee, dis-
solved it-and reversed its act, a pro-
ceeding of dubious constitutionality,
particularly since they had not had
a 'hearing.

Each side feels very much a'g-
grieved by the attitude of and words
of the other but each is coming to
realize that the other acted in per-
fectly good faith. Both sides feel
'that the matter has gone too far for
a settlement between themselves, as
ngither can withdraw honorably.
The matter will in all probability be
settled by the Institute Committee at
a special meeting Monday or later;
but whichever way the decision goes,
it has been clearly shown that no
'dishonorable motives actuated either
party.

ENGINEERING AND
SCIENTIFIC NOTES

Attention is again called by the
United States Geological Survey at
\\Tashington to the fact that it does
not make analyses or assays of ores,
minerals, or metals for private par-
ties. Many specimens and samples
are received by the Survey, accom-
panied by requests for such treatment,
wvith which it is impossible to com-
ply. 1'he force of chemists employed
:n the Survey is small, and their time
is fully occupied by their regular
official duties. The Geological Sur-
vey has no facilities for making gold
arid silver assays. The most that can
be done is for the Survey geologists
to give an off-hand opinion based on
a simple examination of the specimen.

If an assay is desired, the proper
course is to eWploy a private assayer 
or to send the siecimep to'one of the[
Government assay ofices, where a
regular charge, is made fpr such work. 
When specinin's aWre sent to the Sifr-
vey for ex. amnination, applicants
should be particular to state whether
they wish them returned, as other-
wise they wiqf he destroyed.

Those of up who have studied by
the light of a hot student's lamp are
wilhling to admit that artificial 'light
is necessari!y ~ccompanied by con-
siderable heat, AIpd yet there is such a
thin- as perfecty cold light. Sucll is
the Iight emittf by the glow worm
for example. "'Professor D.-Berthle-
lot, in an artic e contributed to the
Revule Scientiqple, states that the
energy curve qf-'the spectrum of this
light does not obe'y at all the laws of
thermal radiatioi. The whole of the
energy is visiljle, the infra-red and
'ultra-violet rays of the spectrum are
,entirely -absent although thle lur.in-
ous efficiency i :'~le spectrum is ac-
'cordingly 100 pir gent. Prof. Berthe-
lot says: '
' "The glow wortp gives a solution of

the lighting prol)lei, taken from an
ord'er of phenoplnlt totally different
from those .we' iHlize. Anatomieal
studs' of the crptiire shows us that
,the light giving 6r'an, like the elec-
tic organ of the oarpedo, is made up
of' a series of i4:dntical cellular ele-
hnients. consisting" ';of a photogenic
layer traversed by an infinity of'
small air tubes tl:0ugh which oxy-
~en penetrates into' the tissucs.

"Will our future' Iighting systems
utilize similar procepses? Will bodies
be found endowed'with as new prop-
erties as those of the rare earths uti-
lized in the VWelsbach mantle? Shall
we see coming ipto use again the
wicks of our o1c-fashioned oil lamps
Which, soaked by dcapillary attraction,
will bring about con9tact between li-
quids capable of producing by their
mixture--in the- fashion of certain
phosphorescent squstances-a, brilli-
arit emission of cold light light?"

We cannot predict what may be done
inl this line, but -such discoveries
would be no less marvelous than
many others which have already been
made in this scientific era.

AMoutntain climbing is a strenuous
but agreeable pleasure to many peo-
ple. Will this pleasure be lessened
by the constriction of mountain
climbing railways like the one which
is proposed for the ascent of MA ont
Blanc? A meter gauge combined rack
andl adhesion railway has ben sug-
gestedl for construction from Chamo-
nix to the Monltagne du CouvCercle
by the way of the Mer de Glace. Part
of the road is to be run with electric
locomotives utilizing continuous cur-

ARCHITECTS SOCIETY
HOLDS BIG SMOKER

r Honoring New Members of the In.
structing Staff-Many

/ 'Present.

The Architectural Society held its
first meeting of the year last evening
in the studio of the department. Trhis
affair was in the form of a joint re-
ception to- the new members of the
faculty of the department and a
smoker.

I President Francis Whitten, '14,
[opened the meeting with words of
welcome. to the new men. - He struck
the keynote of the organization and
the course in architecture in pointing
out that the men connected with them
were ever striving for progress and
developing intiative.

He then introduced Professor
Jamntes Knox Taylor, who first ex-
plained that Technology will not be
represented in the Intercollegiate
Competition this year because the
ideals of Tech and the methods em-
ployed are so far ahead and different
from those of the competition that it
was unfair to ask the students to
compete.

In the good things to come hle out-
lined tentative plans for the stu-
dent recreation rooms of the depart-
ment when the new institute is built.

He then introduced Professor
Edgar I. Williams, who spoke on the
need of less individualism and a
greater spirit of co-operation among
the students of the course.

He stated that it is desirable for
the students to crowd around the
professors when the individual criti-
cisms are given; for each man could
take to heart any remarks that might
be made which have a bearing on his
individual problem.

The new Frenchman of the depart-
ment, Professor Albert Le Monier, of
the l'Ecole de Beaux Arts, then ex-
pressed his admiration for his con-
freres in the department adn the
pleasure he has had in dealing with
the students. Hie also emphasized
the value and need of greater co-
operation among the students as far
as criticisms go and pledged his ar-
dent support to the students.

IV. 'T. Aldrich, '01, who is con-
nectedl with the firm of Bellows &
Aldrich, down town, and who is now
a special instructor of design, then
spoke to the men on the development
of taste.

Taste, he said, was good manners
in architecture and is all a matter
of reasor. It is only developed by
the individual, and receptiveness to
criticism is a thing to be cultivated.

The next speaker was Charles
Everett, of Harvard and the Beaux
Arts, who is also teaching design.
Architecture, he said, is as much a
science as physics' and mathematics
and is a quintessence of god taste
which lifts a man from out of the
common run of scientists to the pin-
nacle of a true architect.

Hle emphasized that the Beaux Arts
stood for simplicity,-that a "Fren-
chy" building is a simple one and not
the popularly conceived ornate.

S. W. Mead, another teacher, then
told of the value of academic train-
ingas taught here and stated that the
Institution of a Rotch Scholarship
first opened the eyes of the young
men of the country to its value. He
emphasized the advantages that a
study of presentation would give.

Ross Turner then told of his trip
to Paris last summer and hlie became
enthusiastic enough to say that if a
man goes abroad he should spend
as much time as he can in Paris, and
then if he has any time left over,

he should see other things. Professor
H. W. Gardner was-unable to be there
and a letter of regret from him was
read.

MR. J. K. TRYON TO BE
NEXT T. C. A..SPEAKER
