Columbia will celebrate the fiftietl
anniversary of her school of mines
this spring.
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The unfortunate misuildertandings
in the 1916 elections, while not di-
rectly the result of a poor class con-
stitution, could undoubtedly have
been cleared up without resort to the
Institute Committee had the consti-
tution been clear and explicit on the
powers of the governing board and
the balloting committee. The powers
of neither are clearly defined and lim-
ited, and the present chaos has re-
sulted.

The class constitutions, by the very
nature of their adoption, are in prac-
tically the same shape as when first
drafted years ago. The entering class
has always taken the constitution of
the Juniof class, read it, and almost
invariably adopted it as it stood
Even should it be changed at that
time, the results would tend to be
harmful, for the Freshmen are in no
position to appreciate the problems
of class government which lie before
them. Once adcpted, little chance of
amendment is offered. Few of the
class know its provisions, and except
in instances like the present little
cause arises for its constitution. As
a result the documents in use are
faulty in many respects, have mans
omissions, and are capable of mucld'
improvement.

A new and uniform constitution.
prepared by the older and more ex-
perienced men of the Institute,
seems the wisest way out of the pres
ent situation. To this end we sug-
gest that the Institute Committee
take hold of the matter, prepare such
a constitution, and submit it to all the
classes for adoption.

It is not expected that all the men
of any one course will show enough
spirit to pay their class dues, but it is
customary for at least a handful to
do that mhuch toward the maintenance
of the activities of their class. Word
has reached us that this is not the case
with the men of Course XIII. It also
appears that their professional soci-

ety is not represented at meetings of
the Institute Committee as regularly
as might be; in fact, that until the
enforcement of the rule depriving of
representation any activity present at
less than every other meeting, the
Naval Architects' average attendance
was three meetings per year.

We dislike to criticise in this col-
umn unless it is absolutely necessary,
but it looks as if the naval architects
are taking that position among the
courses which the Sophomores, by
their lack of interest in the Field Day
events, are assuming among the un-
dergraduate classes.

ENGINEERING AND
SCIENTIFIC NOTES

The mercury vapor arc lamp as it
is used today must be started by a
tilting apparatus worked automatic-
ally or by hand. In certain lines of
experimental work such an apparatus
is a great encumbrance, and Mr. G.
B. Burnside has endeavored to elimi-
nate this by devising a form of lamp
which requires no tilting. His lamp
tube is provided with a small vessel
near one of the electrodes, preferably
the cathode, and into this projects a
recess from the outside which con-
tains a heating element. This con-
sists of a coil of platinum wire wound
upon a suitable support which may be
removed from the recess without jn-
terfering with the vacuum of the
tube. The coil is 'connected either in
series or in shunt with the lamp it-
self.

Before starting the vessel is full of
mercury which forms a continuous
connectioni between the two elec-
trodes. When the current is turned
on the coil becomes incandescent and
Its heat goes to raising the tempera-
ture of the vessel and the mercury,
there being no appreciable loss by ra-,
diation into the surrounding air. Very
little heat is required because the first
bubble of mercury vapor formed rises
to the constricted portion of the tube
and breaks the circuit of mercury va-
por, thus starting the arc. -The plati-
num gvire of the heating element can
be made of such thickness that it
does not emit heat when the lamp is
working, but becomes incandescent
when the lamp is started, the action
being quite automatic.

In truth, all the divisions of engin-
ering are so closely allied that it is
impossible to dissassociate them; and,
on this account, a really up-to-date
engineer, while trained thoroughly in
all that relates to his special line of
work, -must have a broad, general
knowledge of all the other lines.--
Waddell & Harrington.
