1916 NOMINATIONS
UNCONSTITUTIONAL

Institute Committee Decides-New
Nomination Petitions

Necessary.

At a special nieeting held at5
o'clock yesterday the Institute Com-
mittee resolved itself into a sort ,of
court or jury to settle the controversy
between the Sopliomore (;overning
Board andI the Nominationiis Coniniit-
tee. Norris, the Chairman of the
Nonmiinationus Coinmiittee, statedl the
case for the Committee and C. T.
(Giething represented the class (lov-
eniiing Board.

Norris referred to his comniunica-
tion printed in THE TECH yester-
day. He also quoted the part of tilhe
class constitution which providledl that
the President should appoint the
Niominatiing Commlittee a week Ibefo.:e
the expiration of his term. Noriis
argued from this that the 1'resident's
office was vacant at the time of the
beginning of the controversy and that
(tmething had no right to interfere a-.
all.

Guething said that Norris and Shep-
ard had tboth given the impression
over the telephone that it woultd bc
all right to biring in the nominatioi,
papers next morning. The circulators
of the petitions, relying on this iiin-
formniation, had not madle the effort to
get them in oni timnie.

Subsequent discussion brouight out
much information of conflicting char-
acter as to the time when the Nomina-
tions Commnittee was called tip, the
failure of the Nominations Commiltte-
to appear before the Governing Boar.
and the motives inspiring the two
parties to the dispute. Much of this
discussion was of a personal nature.
and the members of the Institute Com-
mittee perceived that the only basis for
settling the matter was the question
of the constitutionality of the pro-
ceeclings of the disputants. It was
pointed out that the class constitu-
tion provided for the circulation of
nomination petitions after Field Day,
andd hence the present nominations
oif both lists were prematuire and
unconstitutional. In opposition to
this view it was contended that the
Undergraduate Constitution adopted
last spring automatically changed th-,
class constitutions by declaring that
the representatives from the classes
to the Institute Committee should

While the action taken yesterday
by the Institute Committee is cer-
tainly a constitutional way out of the
difficuty, in our opinion it leaves
something to be desired in the way
of justice. With the decision to hold
complete new nominations we have
no fault to find; it is clearly the only
solution in strict accordance with the
constitution. The totally needless
trouble and delay which it will cause
is to be laid at the door of our system
of adopting class constitutions with.
out, as it were, giving the matter .
second thought. This was discussed
in this column two days ago.

But there is another matter which
should have received the attention of
the meeting; namely, the specific ex-
oneration of the balloting committee
from the suspicion under which they
were placed by the action of the gov-
erning board. They have proved to
the complete satisfaction of all un-
prejudiced hearers that they acted
throughout with perfect sncerity and
honor. It would seem that the work
of the meeting was not finished with-
out the complete removal of the stig-
ma which attaches to the dissolution
of a committee on a serious suspi-
cion, even when the latter proves er-
roneous.

The final motioni, as originally
made, did indeed include a provision
designed to exonerate the committee,
providing that the new nominations
be entrusted to them; but this wvas
withdrawn on the showing that the
matter was outside the jurisdiction
of the Institute Committee. We think
something in the nature of this pro-
vision should have been retained, if
only as a recommendation, for the
reason we have stated.

A charge of dishonesty in office
should certainly not be even hinted
at unless its sponsor has proof to
back it; far less when all the data
tends to show the contrary. Such a
hint was dropped by an excited par-
tisan, not a member of the Institute
Committee, at the meeting yesterday.
That the non-partisans present re-
garded the charge as ridiculous was

shown by the succeeding discussion.
and we believe every impartial hearer
thought as we do that the remark
was, to say the least, in very poor
taste.

MORE ANONYMOUS GIFTS
FOR THE INSTITUTE

Half Million Given For Buildings-
Endowment For Electrical

Laboratories.

President R. C. Maclaurin an-
nounces today that two new gifts
have come to the Massachusetts In-
stitute of Technology from anony-
mous donors, suims of half a million
and one hundred thousand dollars
respectively. The gifts were ten-
dered shortly before Dr. Maclaurin
went abroad in August, but not an-
nounced till now. There is an un-
derstanding that the half-million is
to be utsed for the buildings while the
hundred thousand has no restriction
whatsoever.

It has become quite the fashion for
interested men to give anonymously
to Technology, and since the name of
Mr. Smith has been associated with
the great first one of two and one-
half million dollars for the new build-
ings, the others may perhaps hail
from the same great family. The
second "Mr. Smith" gave to the Sum-
mer Surveying Camp the money--
about fifty thousand dollars-with
which to build the permanent struc-
tures, while the third and fourth
bring the record of anonymous gift-;
up to three million one hundred and
fifty thousand dollars.

Other gifts of the year include the
endowment of above one hundred
thousand for the endowment of the
ElEctrical Research Laboratory, in
July the Speare bequest of five thou-
sand, in September the will of Fran-
cis Bartlett named for the Institute
one hundred thousand subject to cer-
tain contingencies, while the alumni
fund has passed by considerable the
half-million mark.

In the discussion as to what was
the letter of the constitution, the
point was made that the Undergrad-
uate Constitutidn could mot change
the orovisions of the class constitu-
tions since it merely stated the time
at which the class representatives
should take their places onl the Insti-
tute Committee and did not pretend
to regulate the time or manner of
the elections. Thle general sentiment
seemled to le that the 1916 constitu-
tion mutist be considered in exactly
thec forml in which it was written.
Looked at inl this light, the whole
proceeding of calling for nominations
seemed contrary to the constitution.
A motioni was made by A. H. \Waitt,
declaring the sentiment of the Insti-
tute Committee to be that thile pres-
ent Sophomore nominations are un-
constitutional and that nominations
must b)e reolpene(d at the l)roper time.
'The motion ",as carried and the meet-
