The
prospects for a winning team are ex-
ceedingly bright, as the men are
showing up well, are sumewhat fast-
er than last vear, and there is more
competition, Benson, Tee, Nye and
Witkins, of Iast year’s team, are back,
and among the new men Cook, Has-
tie, and C. H. Guething are doing
good work

team to the Andover Cross-Country
on the 22d, provided enough 'I7 men
turn ont to form a good one, At pres-
ent but few Freshimen have turncd
out for this work, and the present
prospects are rather poor,

We desire to call the attention of
upper classmen to the competition an-
nounced in this issue, for Managing
Editor of THE TECH.

ENGINEERING AND
SCIENTIFIC NOTES

Are men better typists than wo-
men? This interesting social ques-
tion has been submitted to séientific
analysis, and an article on the sub-
ject appears in the Scientific Ameri-
can for October 25th. Various tests
were applied to individuals to deter-
ming their accuteness of touch, mem-
ory, audition, etc. To test the tactile
sense an ingenious device known as
a Webber compass is used. This is
merely an instrument for touching
one or two points with an equal pres-
sure oyl various portions of the body
and then finding the minimum dis-
tance whick they can he separated
and still produce a distinct double
iimpression on the Dbrain. The dis-
tance of course varies greatly wit!
the part of the body and its nerva
development, Try this yoursell, or,
rather, have someone try it on yon,
and see the marked difference be-
tween the distance on the sensitive
finger-tips and the middle of the
back.

As a test for the rapidity of the
mind for absorbing facts a screen
confaining some sentences printed
upon it was exposed for a brief time
to the “patient,” who was then re-
quested to repeat all ideas which he
has assimilated. To measure the ve-
locity of audition and the accom-
panying reaction, a gong is struck
and a chronometer reading to 1000th
of a second is simultaneously started
by an operator. As soon as the obh-
server lrears the gong he presses a
lever which stops the chronometer
and thus registers the time required
for perception. Muscular sensibility
is tested by ability to accurately de-
tect differences between nearly equal
weights. As an answer to the above
question, it was found that with the
comparatively {few individuals ex-
amined that the men were on the
whole superior.

The cctimated value of the gold
produced in the Alaska portion of the
Yukon basin in 1912 was $8,645,000,
compared with $9,050,000 in 1911,
This decrease is due to the falling
off of the output from the Fairbanks
and Hot Springs districts, for the oth-
er Yukon camps either lield their
own or somewhat increased their
output compared with the preceding
year.

The Fairbanks district continues tn
be the largest producer of placer
gold in the Yukon country. Tt can
not maintain this position long, how-
ever, without a radical change in
mining conditions which will make
it possible to exploit profitably its
extensive hodies of low-grade plac-
ers. But Httle has been accomplished
in this direction, and the best hope of
the future lies in obtaining direct
ratlway connection with tidewater.

In order to eliminate disputes and
consequent  dissatisfaction which

sometimes arise among the judges of

“close” races, cameras are now fre-
quently employed which are set off
by the winner breaking a fine string
as he crosses the finish line. The de-
velopment of modern photography
has enabled a picture to be taken
with such a brief exposure that pho-
tographs obtained in this manner not
only serve as interesting pictures for
the sporting pages of our newspa-
pers, but they afford a permanent
record of the “finish,” which is far
more authentic than the momentary
glimpse of the judges.

Avoid all petty professional jeal-
ousies, and remember that to rise in
the world it is not necessary to push
others down.—Waddell.
