CIVILS EXAMINE
PAINE BUILDING

Saturday’s Trip Successful—Another
Arranged For Next
Saturday.

In spite of its short distance, the trip
which the Civil Engineering Society
took last Saturday proved one of ex-
treme interest to all who took it. The
trip was made to the building under con-
sruction, onh St, James Avenue, for the
Paine Furniture Company. The build-
ing is of thoroughly up-to-date construc-
tion, is ten stories high, and reaches the
building limit of 125 feet. Through the
courtesy of Mr. . N. Kilcarr, Chief
Engincer, the structure was viewed and
its construction explained from bottom
to top.

The basement of the Dbuilding, being
below the water level, is done in con-
crete, and concrete Dbases, two feet in
diameter, rise for the support of the up-
pr parts of the structure. They are em-
bedded in seel, and hell out at the top
to take the weight off the floor beams
above, The floors are of eight-inch
reinforced concrete slabs, over which
one-to-twelve mixtures of cinders and
cement are laid. Embedded in this ston-
age are two-by-three timbers for the
flooring.

The inside concrete columns are es-
pecially fine, The entire weight of the
side walls is supported by steel columns
which stop at the cighth floor. The
whole building is a sample of the [atest
and best in architecture and engineering
and the men felt well repaid for their
braving of the rain.

Owing to the fact that many men
were unable to take this trip, another
kas been arranged for next Saturday.
No sign-up slips will be posted, but the
men will assemble at two o'clock at the
[efi of Engineering A.

The next regular meeting of the So-
ciety will he held some time during the
second week in November, A talk will
be given on the new Commonwealth
Pier, now under construction, and a trip
to this pier will be arranged.

All the regular
events with the exception of the two
distance runs will he run off and, De-
sides this, those present will see the fin-
ish of a dual cross-country run between
the B, A. A, and Technology. Because
uf this dual meet it has been decided
to run the mile this afterncon at 4.30
and the two-mnile tomorrow at the same
hour, for the bulk of the entries for
these events is made up of cross-coun-
try men.

The cross-country run next Saturday
will not onty be a friendly contest with
the Back Bay Club, but will also serve
as the tryouts for the team which is to
represent M, 1. T. against Holy Cross
on November 8. TFor this event ten
men will be picked, and from these the
team which is to run in the N. E. I. C.
A. A. championships on the fifteenth
and in the [. C. A, A. A, A, the follow-
ing week will be chosen.

As the handicap meet has been post-
poned entry books are still open and
entrics will be received until Thursday
night.

FIELD DAY PROSPECTS
ARE CLEARING UP

1816 Men Divided Into Two Teams
For Practice—Good Re-
sults Shown.

Coach Cuddy divided the squad into
two teams yesterday, A and B, Both of
these had signal practice for about fif-
teen minutes, Tecam B was composed of
but nine men, as only twenty were out
for practice, but nevertheless the two
teams were set against each other and
a fast half-hour's scrimmage followed.

Team A was composed of the major-
ity of the first string men, and gained
almost at will during the first part of
the scrimmage. Later, the defense stif-
fened, and smaller gains resulted. The
ball was not given to Team B during
the entire scrimmage.

The back field of Team A sliowed
greater speed than in any previous prac-
tice, and the ease with which it gained
was largely due to this. The weight is
here but the speed has been lacking.

On the other hand, the majority
refuse to pay their class dues, do ont
take the trouble to vote in their class
elections.  journey to  Tech 1Field
about once a year, Lave never seen
the hockey team in action, and proh-
ably don’t even kunow who is an 1t
When they do get together at a Tech
gathering and are called upon to sing
a Teeh song: they ¢ome in strong on
the chorus, hut are totally lost on the
verse: they cannot rementber cver
Lhaving hicard the thing before. And
vet one hears talk of “Tech Spirit.”

We relotce that this spirit isa very
real and lve thing, in spite of all the
indications.  Unfortunately it only
beats in the hearts of about forty per
cent. aof the undergraduates. The
whole thing simmers down to the
fact that a large proportion of the
men are narrow minded and selfish.
They are unable to see any immediats
personal gain in these things and do
not feel called upon to make any sac-
rifices for the school, As a result
they put in nothing, and, except for
a possible knowledge of cagineering,
which alone has little vatue, they take
out nothing.

ENGINEERING AND
SCIENTIFIC NOTES

Have you ever bcen caught in the
suction of a passing steamer when
you were out in a rowboat or your
little skiff and been whirled violently
around narrowly escaping an upset
perhaps? If so; or il you are.at- afl
interested in matters of navigation,
you will be interested to read an ar-
ticle appearing in the Scientific
American Supplement for Oct. 25th
by Messts. A, H. Gibson and J. H.
Thompson, in which they describe a
series of experiments on the suction

action of passing ships which they |

carricd on between a steam yacht of
88 feet length and a motor launch of
30 feet. The article is written up in
considerabie detail and contains much
valuable nautical information. We
quote a {few interesting statements
from the conclusions:

“When a body in shape of a ship is
towed through still water both the-
ory and experiment have shown that
a general circulatory motion is, set up
in the surrounding fluid. . . .

“In general the greater the differ-
ence between the speeds of vessels,
the smaller is the risk of collision
since such a difference reduces the
time during which the mutual forces
are operative, such an cffect heing
more marked when the smafler vesscl
is the faster.

“On the whole, the results of the
trials show that under certain circun-
stances the interaction {(i. c., the suc-
tion) is a very real danger to naviga-
tion, even in deep and open waters
with ordinary vessels of the relative
sizes adapted for the experiments, 11
the possibility of the interaction is
realized from the very first, and if all
initial swerving is. prevented by an
carly application of the helm, there
would appear to be little danger even
at lateral distances as small as one-
half the length of the smaller vessel;
but if such a swerving has been initi-
ated a much greater helm angle to
control the vessels is necessary, and,
failing immediate control. collision
occurs within comparatively few see-
ands.”

FORMER INSTITUTE MAN
ACCEPTS HIGH POSITION

Hollis Godfrey Appointed To Ths
Presidency Of Drexel
Inst. Of Art.

The appointment of Hollis God-
frey, a former Institute man, to the
position of President of the Drexel
Institute of Art, Science, and Indus-
try in Philadelphia, reflects credit not
only on Mr. Godfrey, but on Tech-
nology as well, because it was here
that he did his more advanced work
in  preparation for his profession.
The lostitute of Art is one of the
most important organizations of iis
kind in rhe country, It is a voca-
tional school, fitting young men and
women for practical life work of dii-
ferent kinds, Founded abont a guar-
ter of a century ago, it now ranks as
a training school of high character.

Mr. Godfrey received the degree
of Ph.B. from Tuifts, in 1893, amd
took up post-graduate work at the
Institute in the years 1896-97. He
wag Principal of the High School in
Needharm, and head of the science
work in Boston School of Practical
Arts. Tn later years lhe has giver
much attention to municipal engineer-
mg and industrial hygiene, and has
written several books on sclentific
studies and public health.

About a years ago he was sclected
hy Mayor. Blankenburg of Philadel-
phia to Dbe Chief of the Bureau of
Lighting. Since that time he has
been occupied with placing the light-
ing system of the city on a more effi-
cient basis, with the result that Phil-
adelphnia is today probably as well
lighted as any city in the country.
One of his plans for improving the
illuminating system was to run a
test on the performances of differ-
ent kinds of lights. He carried out
this test with lights which were waorle-
ing under actual econditions.

Mr. Godfrey is not the only Tech
nan who is at the head ol a voca-
tional school. Walter B, Russcll '97
is Director of the Franklin Union in
this city, a school of the same charac-
ter as the Institute of Art, in Phila-
delphia. The Wentworth Institute in
Boston, a similar school. is under the
direction of Arthur T.. Williston 89
The Cooper Union in New York, the
largest vocational school in the coun-
try, is directed by C, L. R, Richards
‘85,

SPECIAL COURSE
IN FOOD MICROSCQOPY

Industrial Foodstuffs To Be Stud-
ied In Biological
Department,

Professor Simeon C. Keith, at the
special request of Professor Sedg-
wick, is cousidering the advisability
of giving a short course in the “Use
of the Microscope in Food Inspec-
tion.” The question of pure food is
one whose importance in biological
circles is constantly increasing, and
this couise will he aimed to give the
men some knowledge of the manner
in which a microscope can be made
of service in the dectermination of
adulterants, impurities, micro-organ-
isms, etc, in ordinary commercial
foodstuffs. Most of the time will
probably be spent on  such sub-
stances as coffec, butter, ketchup and
pepper for impurities and adulterants,
while the detection of Trichinella in
hog-flesh will serve to illustrate the
methods of dealing with the germs of
contagious diseases. Professor Keith
is the director of an industrial food
lahoratory in the city, and has had
much experience in dealing with the
practical problems of a food analys

The course will be open to men in
the third, fourth and graduoate years
of the Biological Course.
