That it is one of high honor
is attested by its rating of nine
points-within one point of the high-
est positions in the Institute. It is
usually attained only after two years
of conscientious work on the paper,
the present extraordinary opportu-
nity being caused by the total lack
of upperclassmen on the news staff
and news board. This assures each
competitor that no one will have the
advantage over him of previous ex-
perience on either of these bodies.
The restrict.on -of candidates to up-
perclassmen and the high point rat-
ing will greatly restrict the number
of competitors, so that no one need
be afraid to come out, while the ab-
solute need for the ablest man ob-
tainable insures that the best man
will win.

One Institute activity where lack
of support is practically unheard-of
is the Tech Night performance. It is
indeed a lifeless class that fails to
turn out in f6rce at this event, yet
this seenls to be just what the Fresh-
men intend to do, according to pres-
ent evidence. While the Sopho-
mores and upperclassmen have made
great inroads on the supply of or-
chestra seats, the balcony, assigned
to the Freshmen, is comparatively
untouched.

ENGINEEkRING NOTES

The proper disposal of sewage
-from---a :largea nd-t -iekly _ popm lat__
region is an engineering problem of
no mean proportions, and one which
wil" srijl5ailai1 Eow-frorrt--gom'e-oi-us-iit
the future. The Passaic River, which
flowVs'by several cities in New Jer-
sey and finally empties into lower
New York Bay, is at present consid-:
erable of a menace, for it is little
more than an open sewer. As a
means of doing away with this nui-
sance, the construction of a long
conduit for carrying the sewage from
the cities to deep ocean water has
commenced. Those who are inter-
ested in such matters will find it well
worth their time to read an' illus-
trated article upon this undertaking
which appears in the Scientific Amer-
ican for October 25.

The fact that the output of the
manganese alloys, ferromanganese
and spiegeleisen. from American
mhnes last year was 227,939 long
tons, against 178,615 tons in 1911,
shows a healthy activity in this
branch of the mining industry. In
addition, more than 100,000 tons were
:mported. This gives timely interest
to a 200-page report, by E. C. Har-
der, of the United States Geological
Survey, published as Bulletin 427, de-
scribing the many manganese and
manganiferous deposits in the United
States, as well as the uses of manga-
nese and manganese alloys. As in-
dicated by the large amount of ore
consumed, manganese is a very im-
portant alloy and has many uses.
Manganese steels are hard but not
brittle and are ,malleable, th6ugh
they offer great resistance to cutting
tools. These properties make man-
ganese steels highly usiful in the
manufacture of such articles as gears,
pinions, sprockets, sprocket chains,
railroad frogs and switches, and the
faces and digging parts of pulveriz-
ing and crushing machinery used in
mining, etc. For making some of
these articles. mangaifiece is -practi-
cally the only alloy available.

Manganese' bronze is prodtuced lIv
alloying manganese with copper, and
silvet bronze by alloying manganese
with' aluminum, zinc, and -copper.
Oxides of manganese are used in
glass manufacture. in dry batteries,
as a drier of varnishes and paints,
and in the making of disinfectants.
As a coloriing material manganese is
used for coloring glass, pottery, tiles,
and bricks, in calico printing and
dyeing and in paint manufacture. It
also has nimaiv other uses. . -
