REV. W. BUTLER GAVE
T. C. A. TALK YESTERDAY

“8piritual Efkeiency” Subject of
Agssistant Pastor’s Talk
In Union.

At the fourth T. C. A, meeting of
the year held yesterday wnoon m the
Union, the Rev. Willis Butler, assist-
ant pastor at the Old South Church,
spoke on “Spiritual Efficiency.” A
targe number of men attended the
mecting.

Mr. Butler in opeming his talk,
said that the most ethcient life, the
type of life that is most geacrally
talked and written about, is not such
because of what it does, but mainly
because of its resources. Such a life
might bhe compared to the small
college, receiving large endowments
and having comparatively few  stu-
dents enrolled, The small college,
with its resurces, is much more cth-
cient than the large college. also
with large endowments, but with =z
large numhber of students.

The real efficiency does not lie in
what 1s put into a thing, but in what
is is gotten out of ity similarly as in
a machine, its efficiency hbies in the
amount of power received from it
and not in the amount expended
upon it The speaker said that one
of the greatest enginecring problents
ol the day was i finding how a
larger percefitage of the latent energy
in the earth could be converted ito

ENGINEERING AND
SCIENTIFIC NOTES

Although we do not at times like
to helieve it, nevertheless it is a fact
that the interior of the earth is still
@ molten mass. The exact tempera-
turc of this no one knows, but data is
at hand regarding increase in tem-
perature c¢ncountered as we penetrate
down into the exterior crust of the
carth. The U. S. Geological Survey
has recntly carried on some interest-
ing investigations in this line at an
01l well drilled near Findley, Ohio.
Temperature measirements  were
taken at eight different depths, the
first at 100 feet and the last at 2980
feet. After corrections had been
made there was found to be an in-
crease between these extreme depths
of from 51.8 to 82.1 degrees Fahren-
heit, that is 30.3 degrees increase.
This corresponds to a drop of one de-
aree per 95 feet of depth, Three
thermometers of the maximum-min-
innnmn type were used so as to afford
a check for errors due to jarriag in
raising, These thermometers were
pliced in a copper tube which was
suspended hetween two  helical
springs in a cage of stont wire, This,
together with the sinking weight, was
lowered by a chain made of 100 ft.
sections of steel wire cable.

Some time when you want to “puli
off” a good stunt at a louse party and
likewise to air your knowledge of
second year physics, you might rig
up an outfit similar to that used by
the Ozone Pure Airifier Company to
attract attention to their bhooth in the
International Refrigeration Exposi-
tion, and startle vour friends hy
cooking delicious fried eggs on ice.
For apparatus you will -need some
form of an electromagnet mounted in
an enclosed hox and energized by an
alternating current. On the top of
this box is placed a slah of ice about
three inches in thickness. Now if the
hand is held over the slab of ice no
heat is of course felt, but if an alumi-
num griddle, originally cold, is laid
upon the ice it'immediately becomes
heated; and the griddle in the exhibit
was heated so hot that eggs could
he fried thereon. Of course you can
explain the source of this heat.

Dr. Fleischer says of the
purposc of the movement, “I shall
stand for practical u.leallsm, radical
but reverent, sane, scientific, spiritual
and social. T mean to infuse moral
idealism into our material concerns,
and to interpret science piritually.
All this is to be done in the thought
and speech of our day and country.
*America’ is to be our spiritual slo-
gan. American life is to be glorified
and our age exalted” He believes
that there are many people to whom
none of the many types of churches
appeal. and who wish to have the
spiritual  life  interpreted in the
thought aund speech of today. It is
to these people that he expects the
new movement to seem favorable.
