ENGINEERING AND
SCIENTIFIC NOTES

As an incidenlal feature of its to-
pographic mapping in the State of
Colorade, the United States Geologi-
cal Survey has established bench
marks that have been found of ines-
timable value by engineers and oth-
ers who are required to have knowl-
¢dge of the exact elevation of the lo-
cality at which their starting points
are founded. From 18% to 1910, in-
clusive, the Geological Survey marked
more than 1,800 exact elevations in
the State. These datuin points have
heen marked by means of tablets,

caps on iron posts embedded in the:

ground, or small metal disks driven
into trees, posts, etc.,, the number
stamped with steel dies on the bench
marks representing the elevations to
the nearest foot as determined by the
levelman,

Bulietin 486, which has been issued
by the Survey, describes these datum
points and gives their exact eleva-
tions to the thousandth of a foof.
For ingtance, the datum points on the
highest point of Pikes Peak is de-
seribed as follows:

“Pikes Peak, in monument of rocks
on summit of Pikes Peak; aluminum
tablet stamped ‘14107 1906-7, 14,109.-
069 feet.”

A copy of Bulletin 486 may be ob-
tained free on application to the Di-
rector of the United States Geologi-
cal Survcy, Washington, D. C.

In line with the demands of the Tn-
terstate Commerce Commission that
the railroads of the country must de-
velop a signal system automatically
to stop trains and prevent collisions
the Queen and Crescent Railroad ac
Cincinnati the other day gave an of-
ficial demonstration of a new cab sig-
nal and automatic train stop system
over a railroad division ander actual
service conditions. The inventor
has been developing his system to an-
swer the signal requirements for daily
service over 114 miles of track on the
Queen and Cresecent for more than a
year past and has succeeded, it is satd,
to the point of practical efficiency
that is required in the daily operatinn
of trains. Signals by the system are
produced inside the engine cab, oper-
ating throwgh track circuits instead
of compelling an engineer to crane
his neck outside the cab in his efforts
correctly to read and follow wayside
signals. The system has the further
advantage of applying the brakes and
automatically stopping the train un-
der danger conditions if the engineer
should for any reason fail in his duty.
The offictal test of the system cov-
ered 160 miles under the severest sig-
nal conditions obtairable, running
from Ludlow, Ky, to Lexington, Ky,
and retormng over a  water-soaked
track. Tie system, it 1s said, thor-
oughly performed its functions as
perfectly as the present wayside sig-
nal system operates, just as it has
done in a service test the past twelve
days.

The addition of O'Hara o the
Freshman squad has been at last defi-
nitely accomplished, and is expected
to prove & hig help.

COMMUNICATION -
To the Editor:— s,

[ am interested to read under your
colummn, “Engincering and Scientifie
Notes” (Friday. Oct. 31), of the re-
sults of measurements on the earth’s
internal temperature, “May 1 make 2
correction? Tt is true that ohserva-
tions have shown that there is an in-
crement  of temperature from the
varth’s surface downward, The rite
of increase is estimated within rather
wide limits, depending upon several
variable factors, If temperature in-
crease alone were to he considered,
we should have to regard all rocks as
molten at a depth of 40 or 50 miles
But your writer forgets that pres:
sure also increases downward. The
pressure increment for the earth as a
whole is roughly 12,000 Ibs. per sq.
in. for every mile of depth, or ahout
6000 Ihs. per sq. in. per mile of depth
within 20 or 30 miles of the surface.
This increase is believed so far to raise
the melting points of the rock-form-

ing minerals, that at any depth the

earth is essentially rigid and not
molten in any such sense as we tn-
derstand this word. The rigidity of
the earth has heen demonstrated hy
astronomic computations and by the
nature of earthquage records.
