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C. B. ROWLEY GIVES
M. E. 3OCIETY TALK

“Use Of Cork For Refrigerating
Insulation”"—Sophomores To
Be Eligible To Society.

A meeting of the Mechanical Eop-
gincering Society was held yesterday
afternoon at 4.15 in-11 Engineering
B. Society buginess was first taken
up and then a talk on “The Use of
Cork for Refrigerating Insulation™
was given by C. B. Rowley.

It was decided in the husiness
" meeting to accept the suggestion of
the Institute Committee that Sopho-
mores be eligible for membership the
first term. This is to be acted on and
the Constitution amended within a
week, so that all Sophomores in
Courses IT and X who desire to join
may then be admitted.

The speaker, C. B. Rowley, gradu-
ated from the Institute. in I1912-and
was assistant in the Physics Heat
Lahoratory for one year. He is now
wtth the H. W. Johns-Manville Com-
pany. Insulating materials in general,
for cold storage plants were
taken up, and it was shown that cork
is the most efficient insulator. The
first contract for cork insulation was
taken to insulate te cold storage
room of a ship. It proved to be suc.
cessful, and started the industry o!
cork  board manufacture for insula-
tion. The hoards are now made fromw
pure granulated cork, compressed to
one-hatf its original volume, bhakc!
in moulds, and allowed to cool grad-
ually. In applying these boards ta
cold storage rooms a layer of asphal
is first put on the walls, then a layer
of boards, then another layer of as-
phalt, a second layver of boards, fin-
ished over with Portland cement. 1n
case a floor of large arca is to be in-
sulated, regranulated cork is used
with the boards, making a cheaper

ECONOMICS CLUB
QUT iN FORCE

Yesterday’s Meeting Short But En-
" thusiastic—Kuttner's Views
Assailed.

The officcrs of the Economics
Ciub are warm in their praise of the
spirit which was shown at yesterday's
meeting. The long awaited discus-
gion, although clipped rather short
for want of time, was felt to have
been an admirable success, and more
of the same kind are promised for
future,

Nearly half the time was taken up
with the preliminary business meei-
ing. This finished, the foor was
given to P. W, MacNeill ’15, who had
been appeinted to voice oppasition
to the sentiments expressed by Presi-
dent Kuttner at the previous meet-
ing. MacNeill gave a short review
of Kuttner's speech, ‘and followed
with what he considered 4 refutation
of the President’s arguments. Kutt-
ner, he said, had claimed Socialism 1o
be coticerned primarily with produc-
tion. Whether this is true in.a strict

‘sense was to be doubted, buat the

bearing of it on the matter in hand
was not of sufficlent importance to
warrant more than a pasisng consid-
cration. Kuttner had next given ar
analysis of the present capitalist sys-
tem of production, and with this an-
alysis the speaker was in perfect
agreemnent. The capitalist system, he
said, leaving production as it does to
private initiative for private profit,
tends to destroy the social conscigus-
ness of the individual, and thus to
make his economic activities selfish
if not actually anti-social. With Kutt-
net's definition of Socialism”as the
prganization of society in a manner
sucl that production would be car-
tied on by the people as a whole and
for their own benefit, the speaker
was also in perfect agreement; but
with the further statement that this
wias a good concepiion as well as a
good definition, he strongly disagreed.
The point, he admitted, was rather
fine, but he felt that consideration of
it would show it to he of no inconsid
erable importance.

REV. N. M. THOMAS
TO SPEAK THIS NOON

“Immigration, A Challenge to Patri-
otism And Christianity,”
Subject Of Talk.

The T. C. A. has secured the Rev.
Norman M. Themas, of New VYork
City, to speak in the Union this noon.
Mr. Thomas, who is a brother of
Ralph L. Thomas ’13, will speak on
“Immigration—A Challenge to Pa-
triotism  and  Christianity.” Mr.
Thomas has had unusnal cxpcnc—m:e
among foreigners and ummgr.mtc in
New York City, and he is well guali-
fied to speak on a question which is
of such great importance to the na-
tion and its people. He is chairman
of the American Parisiy, of the East
Side, an active organization of DPres-
byterian Agencies in the Polyglat
District. Mr. Thomas has three
churches under his charge, two of
them are foreign churches, Hungari-
an and Ttalian, and the third is the
American church, where he person-
ally directs the work. A settlement
house also comes under his super-
vision.

Mr. Thomas is said to be a very
interesting speaker, and with all his
varied experiences in  lis line of
work, he will present the many difi-
cult problems of immigration which
constantly arise, and he wilf probably
tefl just how the church copes with
them. Last summer he was onc of
the most forcefil speakers at the
Northfield Student Conference. He
was also selected by delegates at the
Conference from Technolegy and B.
U, on one occasion as a special speak-
er, The fact -that the T. C. A, has
invited him to come all the way from
New York solely to give this talk
should insure a large audicnce.

In order to bring out the distinc-

tion between a definition and a coit-
ception, the speaker mentioned the
method of study in the course in
vertebrate anatomy, which he is tak-
ing this term. The course does not
consist merely of the classifying and
pigeon-holing of the various verte-
brates, but branches out into a coun-
sideration of their physiology, em-
bryology, histology, etfc, in order
that ‘a true conceyhon might be
gained of the relation of the anat-
omy to the external eanvironment,
both past and present, In like man.
ner Socialism must be considered as
something more than merely a dry
and mechanical shifting from ane
system of production to another—it
must be understood as a living and
growing thing, vitally bound up with
the great theories which it was the
first to propound. The Utopians of
the last century, he continued, were
narrow in their economic viewpoint,
and thought by mere reforms to alle-
viate existing economic flaws; hut
tlte Sacialism of Karl Marx is based
on a recognition of the reality of
economic law, and may thus be con-
sidered as more rational and scien-
tific thau that of the Utopian schools.
The adoption of a viewpoint such as
Kuttner’s, by destroying the idea of
economic determinism, would reduce
the Socialist movement té the same
fevel with reform schemes, and strip
it of its main significance as well as
of its dignity. It would justify the
accusation of the Socialist Labor
Party that the Socialist Party is
merely a party of short-sighted
schemers with no true conception of
Marxism., With emphasis on this
point that the speaker brought his
remarks to a close.
The next meeting of the Club will
be held two weeks from yesterday.
A speaker wiil probably be secured,
since several arg under consideration,
and the talk may be given in the
Union.

ENGINEERING AND
SCIENTIFIC NOTES

The «Scientific American Supple-
ment for Nov. 8th contains several
articles of interest which we enum-
erate briefly below,

An article on “By-Products of the
Modern Coke Oven,” by C. A, Meis-
ner, gives a discussion of several
new processes for the recovery of
of the ammonia as ammonium sul-
phate without the wuse of the old-
fashioned “scrubbing” towers, among
which are the Otto, Feld,.Collin, and
Thio-sulphate processes. The arti-
cle is very well illustrated with dia-
grams of the units constructed to
work these various methods.

In a previous issne we spoke of
the development of internal combus-
tion engines designed to consume
kerosene, and mentioned the fact that
the carburetter must receive some
external heat in order to obtain 2
proper vaporization of the liquid. An
article on “Characteristics of Kero-
sene as Fuel for Internal Combus-
tion Engines,” describes in detail
some of these carburetting devices,
and among them one which requires
no heat for its operation.

An article which discusses ball-
bearings and their application to
modern industry by F. H. Poor.

The first of a series of papers by
Robert 5. Whipple on “Modern
methods of Measuring Temperature”
describes in an interesting manner
the various instruments which engin-
eers and scientists have devised to
solve difficult problems of tempera-
ture measurement is illustrated by
many diagrams and cuts of the ap-
paratus and will doubtless be of in-
trest to students of heat engineering.

The entire system of the Canadian
Pacific Railway may be electrified.
This was the declaration of Sir
Thomas Shaughnessy, president of
the road, as he started for Winnipeg
to inspect sites there for new termi-
nals. The work now being started
in the Rocky Mountains toward the
operation of eleciric instead of steam
locomotives over several divisions is
merely an experiment, he declared,
preliminary to the installation of efec-
tricity throughout the system if the
experimments prove successful. The
Rocky Mountains division, where ex-
periment work is being done, pre-
sents every problem of handling traf-
fic known to railroading, and if elec-
tricity succeeds there its universal
adoption on the eutire system is cer-
tain. Freight and passenger trains
alike are to be handled by electricity,
and there are plenty of water-power
sites available for developing the
power over the entire system if th-
heavy grades in the mountains can
be conquered by the electric locomo-
tives.
