INTERESTING TALK BY
REV. MR. WILLIAMS
Conditions Ofm:ﬁe Underworld”
Spoken Of By The
Spealeer.

The Union was practically filled
yesterday noon, when the Rev, My,
A, R, Williams, pastor of Maverick
Churcli, East Boston, began his talk
on “Glimpses of the Underworld.”
Mr., Williams said at the outsct that
little things out of the erdinary in the
world atiracted very much attention,
and that such things as his topic sug-
gested, aroused unusual interest. Tt
would be his desire he continued, o
limit the word “Underworid” more
narrowly, and to confine his talk to
that part of the underworld which
constitutes one of the most difficuls
problems with which the social
workers have to cope, namely, the
unemployed.

In his many and varied experi-
eilces as news reporter in large cities
both here and abroad, and as parson
in East Boston during che fast few
years, Mr. Williams said that he
found that the unemployed man wa-
not considered in the right light by
the general public. Last Boston's
former population of more respect-
able people, and of people of higher
social .position have gradnally de-
serted the island, and in its place has
come a population consisting of the
lower classes, mostly laborers. Rath-
er than iet the Maverick Church gn
to ruin, a congregation of these
people has been built up, and the pas-
tor said that among these working
men are to be found men more hon-
est, more trustworthy, and more fair
than many of the average men of the
higher classes.

The weorkinginan's uncouth exte-
rior should be forgiven, and thers
will be found i1 him a heart whichis
too fair, too just, and too contented.
The trouble is, said the parson, that
the laborer is too good-hearted, and
does not feel the sense of injustice,
and of discoutent enough,

Mr. Williams then told of some of
his experiences scveral years ago,
when, with a colleague, he went in

Re-
emphasis was' laid on the fuct that
the Club, owing to the unfavorable
atmosphere which Tech presented te
extended work in cultural subjects,
should not attempt to fdo muclh on 2
large scale, but should confine itself
to an amount of activity which could
be well and cfficiently carried on.
The name, Forum, was felt to corres-
pond sufficiently closely to the natare
of the organization so that no grea
misinterpretation was likely to arisc
from the contiitued use of it and m
tlie same time to be so broad as tr
afford cousiderable intellectual lec
way in the choice of topics for con-
sideration.

At the close of the husiness meet-
ing President Kuttner read and com-
nientted upon an article which he had
clipped from a Boston Transcript of
recent date. The article was a re-
view of the recent election results in
New York City, with particular refer-
ence to the growth of the Socialist
vote. It emphasized mainly the facts
that the number of “intellectuals” in
the Socialist ranks is constantly in-
creasing, and that this increase, as

search of a job, ready to do anything
in order to find out just what chances
the unemployed man had. He told
how, at Lynn, the ministers could nat
or would not help him, how the po-
ice refused to offer any assistance
unless, perhaps, he threw a brick
through a window. He was finally
referred to the Salvation Army, and
then he told of the wretched condi-
tions under which men are given a
night’s lodging and food.
The common parasite is not ob-
jectionable in itself, but its method
of getiing a living is the disagreea
ble feature. So, also, with the para
site of society, as he called the un-
employed, the public should {ifid
fault not with the man himself, but
with his means of getting a living.
Mr. Williams said “that it was nc
weonder that the unemployed man is
found frequenting saloons to such a
large extent, for, if one should 1mag-
ine himself in his position, the frst
thing one would do would bhe tco
“make a break” for a saloon, and get
some alecoholic stimulanm., But it is
a wonder, the speaker continued, how
the unemployed keeps himself as
honest, sober, and as patient as he
does under the circumstances. He
has little pity for himself, or for his
fellow-sufferer. Perseverance is one
quality which seems to be predonti-
nant in the unemployed, and the man
looking for-a job persists and keeps
‘at it in spite of all misfortune, where
the average man would lose heart and
give uap.
The minister then told of his ad
ventures in secking employment in
New York City. He tried all em-
ployment ageacies, wmany churches,
and more individuals, but to no avail.
Finally, he fouand a job in a saloon,
in the *Poor Man’s Ctlub,” where ev-
eryone was on the same level, and
was given a fair chance. The fre-
quenters of the American saloon.
said Mr. Williams, formed one great
iational organization-—the Poor Man's
Club,— a social ipstitution which
helps them out more than any other
agency. Tt is an atmosphere of fel-
lowship, where one helps the other,
and where their own circumstances
are discussed and remedies are sug-
gested.

When the question of the unem-

ployed will be solved, said Mr. Wil-
liams, a problem which touches 2

large number of the most vital
problems of society will be done

away with, and this can be done only
by acquiring the ability “to get intn
the game” and to consider the un-
employed and the lahorer from the
right point of view,
