Dean Burton, Professors Dewey and
Sedgwick Deliver
Addresses.

There were about a hundred and
fifty Seniors at the dinoer in the Union
last nighi, President Dorrance was
toastunaster and after a meal, enjoyed
by all, he said a few words and intro-
duced the first speaker, Dean Bur-
ton, who spoke on "What-not.,” The
Dean first complimented the class on
its unusual spirit, saying ihat it was
the most enthasiastic class in thirty
years: He copgratulated the men on
their idea of going to Ficld Day en
masse.  He then went on to his sub
ject and said that the man who makes
a success i this hife is the man who
does more than he has to or is told
to de. He said that the educared mien
at the Institute should learn to re-
meinber the other fellow and to get as
as much as they can by coutact with
en.

Professor W. T. Scedgwick then told
lhow, when twenty-six years ago he
was a student at another technical
school, the students  there  were
iooked duwn upon by members of the
classical colieges. He said that this
was hefore Scienceeband made good,
but he was not discouraged for he
believed i the trivmphant power of
Science.  He said that Science had!
grown to such an extent that now it
is an intewral part of cvery man’s life
He congratuiated the students oo
¢hoosing a profession in which they
could be of such use and help to Civ-
ilization. He said that with great
privilege  comes  responsibility  amld
that this wuas a very weak point with
the average man. Tech men tend to
be too materialistic and selfish. A
bad fault of Tech students, he went
on to say, is the tendency towards
conceit, hut this is soon knocked ont
aof him. The world is much smaller
nowadays, because of the improved
methads of communication. He looks
with confidence to the success of
Tech men.
