“TRISTAN AND ISOLDE”
MONDAY NIGHT

“Monna Vanna” To Be Given For
First Time In America
Next Friday.

The second week of the Boston Op-
era season, which was so brilliantly
opened last Monday night, will re-
peat three of the marked successes of
the first week, besides presenting two
new works.

The most important event of the
first part of the seasgn will come
wlhen Feyrier’s “Monna Vanna” 1
given its American premiere, on Fri-
day night. The libretto for the opera
was made by Maeterlinck from his
famous play of the same name. The
drama was first produced in 1902, and
was one of the greatest successes of
the modern French stage, earning
300,000 francs for the author in its
first seven years. The first perform-
ance of the opera was given in Janu-
ary, 1909, for the benefit of the Mes-
s.aia carthquake sufferers.

The story on which the action is
hased is dramatic in the extreme, and
lends itsell admirably to musical
treatment. The scene is Pisa in the
15th century, besieged by a Fleren-
tne arimny.

The first American presentation of
this opera by the Boston Opera Com-
pany will be notable not only for the
superb mounting which will be given
it by General Stage Director Urban,
but also for the fact that the princi-
pal male roles will be taken by the
creators of the roles at the opera’s
premiere—Lucien Muratore and Van-
ni Marcoux. The title role will be
sung by Mary Garden, who has be-
come identified with it in Paris.
Other roles will fall to Mme. Swartz-
Morse ane MM. Paolo Ludikar, Louis
Dern, Alban Grand, and Taddeo
Wronsky.

The complete schedule for the week
includes a repetition of “Tristan and
and Isolde’ on Wednesday evening.
presented by the same cast as that ot
the preceding Saturday, with the ex-
cepiion of Kurwenal, who will be
sung by Pasquale Amato of the Met-
ropolitan  Company. Wednesday
evening “The Jewels of the Madonna”
will be repeated, with the same cast as
on the opening night. Friday will see
the premiere of “Monna Vanna”; and
“Tauct” will be repeated at the Satur-
day matinee, Saturday night “La
Traviata” will be sung with Evelyn
Parnell and Vincenzo Tanlongo in
the principal roles.

The first of the Sunday concerts
will be given on Nov, 30. The artists
who are to render the splendid pro-
aram are: Mmes., Elizabeth Amsden
and Jeska Swartz-Morse, and MM.
Vanni Marcoux and Vincenzo Tan
lonog. ‘The full opera orchestra will
also assist in the program.
