iLARGE ATTENDANCE
AT T. C. A, MEETING

Rev. Nicholas Van der Pyl Gave
Interesting Talk on Labor
Conditions.

in spite of the fact that the weather
outside was ideal and that this was
the opening day of big league base-
ball in this city, an unusnally large
clowd was present in the Union yes-
terday noon to hear the Rev. Nicholas
Van der Pyl speak on some of the
phases of the mesent industrial prol-
tems.

He began with the stalement that
the world is at the present mcment
passing through one of the most criti-
cal periods in its entire history, The
strife Letween "eapital and labor, the
so-called social unrest is at the Dbot-
tom of the trouvle. and this is the
prob’em that will have to be solved.
It may meuan a change of the politieal
situation of the world and perhaps
eivil wars, whatever the result the
syndicalistic movement will have to
be dealt with,

This movement, so common in Eu-
rope, is new to the United Siates, es-
pecially New England. The West and
Southwestern part of this country has
had its experience with the I W. W.,
which ig the form in which it has as-
serted itsell here. ILast winter New
England got its first experience with
the I. W. W, in that epoch making
etrike at Lawrence. This episode will
go down in history ag the first sign
of real social unrest in New England.

The entire proh em centers about
the question of low wages, The
laborers are underpaid and unskilled,
and as- was found by an investigating
commitlee, 27,000 men having families
to support were paid wases that aver-
aged oniy $8.76 per week., Chapin, a
noted student of ceconomit conditions,
stated that in order for & man and
woman to live an economic existence
it is necessary for them to have §0 a
week, and $3 more is necessary for
each minor child. This is far more
than the ordinary unskilled laborer
gets, and this raises a difficulty. 1t is
2 noteworthy fact that the poorer the
family the miore children there are
likely to be in it. It iz therefore the
duty of the State to help bLring up
these children, for they are born with
the same inalienab’e rights that are
given to all.

One of {he greatest difficulties that
arises in dealing with this problem is
the difficulty that American citizens
find in taking the point of view of the
labor agitator. Most of the labor out-
hreaks are among the alieus, men of
different nationality, unable to speak
English and unacquainted with the
ethics and ideals of the English race.

bership. The sections of the constitn-
tion were taken up severally, a few
changes heing made here and there,
it on the whole the original draft
met with the approval-of all present,

whole constitution had been accepted,
hut a mweeting will be held in the near
tuture to adopt the constitution and
to elect permanent officers.

These laborers who are inefficient
economically have great pessibilities, |
and this is evidenced by the phenome-
nat success of the second generation,
for in many cases they are making
up the better class of today.

To come down to possible remedies
o relieve-the situation, it must be evl-
dent that it is a human problem after
all, and tHe only way to solve it is to
deal with the indlvidual The first
thing that is needed is an educational
vleaning out process, which will take
muel time. It is the-especial function
of this country te lead.the world in
this change for the DUYetter and the
ldeal: a thing which causes the entirs
civilized - world to focus its eyes on the
Vnited States in ordér io-see what we
are going.to do with the solution of
1he iabor problem.
