ENGINEERING AND
SCIENTIFIC NOTES

The purification of air in crowded
auditoriums, shops, ofhces, and espe-
cially in sick rooms and hospitals, is
a vital problem which is being solved
by several totally independent meth-
ods. Omne of the most discussed of
these is that of the employment of
ozone. QOzone is essentially con-
densed  “vital air,” concentrated
oxygen, which is, furthermore, in an
uxt.enely active chemical state. We
give below two widely different opin-
.ons of the value of ozone for this
purpose, both of which come from
authentic sources, and invite expres-
sions of opinion from our readers,
The Journal of Industrial and En-
gineering Chemistry contains an edi-
torial concerning the ozonec machines
which have appeared on the market in
late years. The makers of these ma-
chines claim: {1) That ozone is an
effective air germicide, small quanti-
ties being sufficient to sterilize the
foul air in sick rooms, etc; (2) that
ozone can exist only momentarily in
air containing organic matter, and
hence its presence is proof that the
air is sterile and devoid of animal
matter; (3) that ozone has no delete-
rious effects on the higher forms of
animal life; (4) that, even in small
quantities it is an eflective deodor-
.zer; and (5) that it produces an in-
vigorating effect upon those breathing
the ozomated air.

On the other hand, recent work,
chiefly by the California State Board
of Health and the American Medical
Association, has shown: (1) That
ozone is of little or no value as a
germicide, a higher concentration and
a longer length of time than for other
methods being necessary for results;
(2} that the “deodorizing” effect of
ozone is almost entirely due to the
masking of the offensive odor hy one
maore pungent odor, and to the dead-
ening and partial anesthesia of the ol-
factory nerves which it produces; (3)
that it is irritating and positively in-
jurious to the mucous membranes of
of the respiratory system, and pro-
duces headaches, depression and
drowsiness. Consequently, they claim
that the ozone machine cannot be
classed as a hygienic device, and that
it has no place in schools, offices, or
other place where people remain for
a considerable length of time.

BACTERIOLOGISTS STUDY
PASTEURIZATION METHODS

Class Visits Plant Of C, Brigham
Campany And Takes
Samples.

Yesterday afternoon Prof. Pres-
cott took his class in Dairy Bacteriol-
ogy to study the process of milk pas-
teurization as it is carried on by the
C. Brigham Company of Cambridge.
Mr. Blair, the manager of the plant,
kindly cscorted the class over the
premises and explained the various
operations which the milk undergoes
as it travels from the car in which @1
is brought from the farms to the bot-
tles and cans in which it is delivered
to the customer.

The chief object of the excursion
was to have the siudents ascertain
sust what happens to the milk during
the process of pasteurization, and the
bacteriological condition of the milk
at the different stages of the opera-
tioi. For this purpose, seven sam-
ples of the milk were taken at each
of the following places: the mixing
tank; the clarifier; the primary lLeat-
ing pipes; the holder; and the supply
tanks from which the bottles are
fitlled. These samples were plated
out yesterday evening, and in a few
days the class will have a fairly ac-
curate idea of the germicidal cfiect of
cach operation in the process, as well
as of the nmmber and naturce of such
bacteria as survive and find their way
into the cans and bottles.

The above refers only to the milk

that is pasteurized previous to hnt- ||

tling. The class examined alse the
apparatus which sterilizes milk in the
bottles. This process is much slower
and much more expensive, and at the
present time the Company uses thss
method of pasteurization only for
cream and a limted amount of mills
All bottles so treated may he recog-
nized by their metal caps, as well as
by the extra metal in the price, No
samples were taken of this milk yes-
terday, but doubtless the efficiency of
the method will fater be studied by
the class in Dairy Bacteriology.

the pastorate of a little church in
Chelsea, also it the midst of a work-
ing class section. He was also minis-
ter at the Beachmont Congregational
Church previous to accepting the rec-
torship of Berkeley Temple, now con-
verted into a moving-picture play-
house, and known as the Scenic Tem-
ple. Before coming to Berkeley Tem-~
ple he attended the Boston Universitv
School of Theology.
