The catalogtie of tile Inistitutte ha.
just been received from the press, anii
it shows, besides an increase in the
registration of students, several
changes in system and some also ii.
the courses. The catalogue shows aan

enrollient of 1685 students, the larmi
est iuthler ii the history of the Ins!
tute. Last year there were 1611 meni
at the institute, a diffeience from thi-
year of 74. One non-resident fellow-
ship and four candidates each for thv
degrees of Doctor of Engineering anid
Doctor of Philosoohy are enunlerated
There are 31 caididates for Master ol
Science as agains: 26 in 1912, and 243
graduate students as against 230 la.s
year. The special students are great-
er in number, 63 this year in compari-
son to 42 a year ago.

The catalogue shows that there are
286 Seniors at the Institute. Last
year's third class numbered 260.
These facts show that a larger ium-
her of students returned to complete
their courses; eighty-seven per cent of
last year's Juniors have returned, withl
enough students from other colleges
to increase the number by sixteen.
The same, practically, holds true oi
the third-year class, which now num-
bers nineteen more than it did last
year. The Freshntan class numbers
415, a number larger than last year',
entering class.

The catalogue just issued inaugur-
ates a new plan in the numbering of
the courses of study. Each main
course or department is numbered as
in the past from Course I to Course
XIV, and each course of study coni-
ing under these various departments
is iumbered according to its depart-
ment number. For example, all the
studies ccming under the Mechanical
Enigineering Department or Course I I

If it took Gray
seven years to write his "Elegy," the
average Tech man should take more
than eight days to write a lyric, and
since we are not aware that the Show
is short of time, we are at a loss to
understand why this should not be
allowed.

ENGINEERING AND
SCIENTIFIC NOTES

Iln everyday life we are accustomed
to think of the time as dependent up-
on the apparent motion of the sun.
or what is known as solar time
Standard time as obtained by the as-
tronomer is, however, sideral time,
that is, it is the true time of the rota-
tion of the earth about its axis and is
obtained by observations upon the
stars and not the sun.

The phrase '"obtaining time" to al
astronomer mneans essentially check-
ing a chronometer by stellar observa-
tions. The method is interesting and
capable of high precision when all
sources of error have been taken into
account. The astronomer has in his
possession a catalogue of all the prin-
cipal stars which enables him to cal-
culate to 1-100 of a second just when
a certain star will cross the "merid-
ian" or plane of the earth's axis which
passes through the telescope. Refer-
ring to this catalogue, he selects some
star which is about to cross the me-
ridian. He then sets his "time" tele-
scope, which is mounted to swing
about a horizontal axis and exactly in
the plane of the meridian. at such an
angle with the vertical that the star
in question will pass through the field
of vision. In the eyepiece of the it)-
strumnent are stretched five parallet
equally-spaced spider threads, the mid-
dle of these corresponding to the me-
ridian. Perpendicular to these are
two other threads which outline a
sort of race track down which the im-
age of the star will run as the earth
rotates with exact precision about its
axis. As this image touches each
successive cross hair, the observei
presses a telegraph key which auto-
matically registers the exact chronom-
eter time at that instant. The five
readings obtained in this manner af-
ford a much more precise value for
the exact "chronometer time" of the
passage of the star through the mie-
ridian than could be obtained by a
single observation. Comparing til
record with the time given in the stat
catalogue gives, of course, the desired
check onl the chronometer.

High grade clocks in the Naval Ob-
servatory at Washington, D. C., are
checked in this way by various stars
during the night, and these furnish the
chief source of American siderial
time. A simple calculation suffices tc.
convert this into the Standard Solar
Time of ordinary commercial usage.

South End Pastor Will Give Opinion
On "The Inside Of The Cup,"

By Churchill

Tomorrow noon, the Rev. Mr. Allar,
A. Stockdale, pastor of the Union
Congregational Church onil Columbus
Avenue, will speak in the Union. Mr.
Stockdale, who is well known to Tech
mien, not only through his church, but
also from his previous T. C. A. talks
and "Question Box," will speak on the
topic, "A Minister's Opinion of 'The
Inside of the Cup.'"

The pastor will discuss the book
"Thile Inside of the Cup," by Winston
Churchill, and will give his views on
the criticisms which the author makes
of the church. Churchill, in his work,
contends that the church is not doing
all it can for the working man, and is
laying too much emphasis on creeds
and not enough on living Christianity.

Discouraged by the mediocre show-
ing of the beginninlg of the season, lhr
was on the verge of dropping the long
distance work. Coach Kanaly still
hopes and prevailed on Guething to
stick. Field Day's race changed him.
At both of the intercollegiate runs he
showed both speedl and endurance.
With this record to back him, after
another season of track work, and
then the regular cross-country work
next fall, Guething should find no

dllikulty illn akingl the team despite
the probable improvement of the otl:-
er menl.

F. J. WNall, who is out of the Insti-
tute for a term, will be back in Janu-
ary. Wall developed wonderfully
last year and showed promise for th,
1913 season surpassing his already en-
viable record. Last fall, Wall
showed a consistent ability and ran
second on our team in both big races.
Given another season of track prac-
tice, having plenty of endurance, lihe
should come across the ground in rec-
ord time.

Of the men who failed to make the
team, there are several whose rec-
ords are good and who may lbe ex-
pected to improve considerably by
next fall. L. E. Best '15 and M. G.
Graff '16 were both possibilities for
the team until foot trouble handi-
capped them. Best's performance in
the B. A. A. run shows that much mar
be expected of him. Last Saturday,
he covered the Wakefield course in
very fair time, considering the weath-
er. A year of track work should bring
him through although he is not a reli-
able enough man to rely on at pres-
ent. Graff ran in fast time at the be-
ginlling of the season, wvhen he started
to slow down. Whether this was en-
tirely due to his foot or not is a ques-
tion. \1,ith him too. another year of
experience should make him of con-
sistent worth. There are several
Freshmen who have shown up well
this year. J. J. Donnelly ran first on
the Freshman teanl at Andover, be-
sides running ninth on tlhe Varsit,
Team against Holy Cross. A good
half mailer, there is every reason t(
expect a better showing next season
Ml. C. Brock and A. C. Litchfield are
also showing' possibilities and must be
watched.

Fromn the above survey of the lme-
who have already been out for the
work, witlhout counting on any new
men, the chances for an exceptionally
strong teanl nlext season seem to be
unusually bright. All the men have
expressed their intentions of stickin?
to their work, and with the same dis-
play of spirit that characterized this
season's training, we should have the
best cross-country team in years.
