FATHER MURPHY SPEAKS
BEFCRE CATHOLIC CLUEB

Church In History Of Italy Is Dis-
cussed—Chinese
Entertain.

The great success which has at
tended the gatherings of the Catholic
Club this year was repeated last night
at the monthly dinner held in the
Union. The attendance was large and
enthusiastic, and after disposing of
one of Chef Holton’s master spreads.
the members were entertained by the
chief speaker of the evening, Rev.
Francis Murphy.

Father Murphy is of St. I'rancis d»
Sales” Chureh, Roxbury, and spoke
most interestingly on the condition
of the Church in Italy. ITather Mur-
phy is an orator and a scholar of
ability, and his remarks Dbespoke a
keen iusight into the conditions and
circumstances of Ftalian history.

IFFather Murphy said that the his-
tory and trinmphs of ltaly have al-
ways been those of the Church, and.
conversely, the glories of the Church
are those of Italy; for the ltalians
have always won distinction under
the auspices and patronage of Cathoi-
icism. He traced the progress of the
two through the ages from the con-
version of Coustantine and the con
sequent delivery of Christianity from
the clutches of pagan Rome, to th
present day, when in spite of social-
istic influcnces, which envelop the
Tialian government, the people re-
main true to the faith of their fore

fathers, He spoke of the great ac-
complishments of Italy and the

Church in architecture, the develop-
ment of the Gothic and Renaissance
styles in painting, sculpture, music,
literature and scicnce, and told of the
enceuragement which the Church has
always given to the development and
progress of civilization.

Fatlier Murphy’s talk was excep-
tionally entertaining and interesting
throughout, and the officers in charg:
are to be congratulated upon their
happy selection of the topic and the

NEW YORK’'S SEWAGE

Dr. Geo. A. Soper Tells Of Proposed
Sewerage System For New
York City.

Commission of New York, on the
question of methods for disposal of
s sewage before the sanitary scction
of the Boston Society of Civil Engin-

cers at  the  HEngincers’ Club lagt
might, were Dr. \Wm. T, Sedgwick and
Prof. E. W, Porter, two assistants

and ten students.

. Dr. Soper gave an elementary out-
line of the plaus proposed by the
Comniission for the futare develop-
ment of the disposal of New York
sewage. At present there is no restric-
tion on the antount of sewage How-
g into any part of New York Bay
or the question of its purity, The
veport of the Committee is to be sul-
auted before May, 1984, amd a4 new
commitice will be appointed to carry
on the actual work, The uniform dis-
tribution of the sewage in the harbor
1 order to sufficiently dilute it has
been the great problem. It was
l'9uud that sewage was not being car-
ried out to sea directly, but remaine|
n certain parts of the harbor, pollut-
mgit. A serious puisance wuas caused
a}long the outfalls along the water
tront,

Th main feature of the plan is the
construction of the small island three
miles out at sea. The sewage from
around the lower East River will be
collected and conducted to the island
where it will be screened and heated
m tanks and later discharged into the

sed.  The sludge will be taken far
ther out to sea by steamers, The

sewage s to be pumped 12 miles
through a thirteen-foot culvert with
a raise of twenty-seven feet at the
pumping station. In the upper East
River the project will consist ot in-
tereepting and  collecting  sewers
along both sides of the Harlem River.
amd leading them to a  plant on
Ward’s Island where thic contents

TO SPEAK THIS NOON

Last Time South End FPastor Wil
Appear Before T. C. A,
Meeting.

This noon, the Rev. Alian A. Stock-
dale, pastor of the Union Congrega-
tional Church, will speak in the
Union, at the regular weekly T. C. A.

the pastorate of the First Congrega-
itonal Church, of Tol:do, Qhio. The
pastor leaves for the West in order
that he will be nearer his home, which
is in Michigan.

Mr. Stockdale has been a regular T.
C. A, speaker, and has spoken in the
Union on several occasions in the last
two years. His talks will without

“Question Box.” Many interesting
