FIRST WORK ON EDUCATIONAL BUILDINGS
OF NEW TECHNOLOGY BEGUN

Permanent Piles Now Being Driven for Foundation
of the Building for the Mechanical

Engineering

At exactly 10.55 A. M. Thursday the
first pile was driven for the founda-
tions uf the Educational Boildings of
New Technolaogy. This pile, a thirty-
foot spruce log, was piaced at the
corner of the foundation of the build-
ing to he devoted to the Mechanical
Enginecring  Deparément, at  thac
point whcre the department building
turns west at a right angle, and g the
interior court behind the site of the
Pratt School of Naval Architecture
The work of driving the piles contin-
ues towards the east across that por-
tion of the structure parallel to the
rear wall of the Nawval Architectare
Building,

By referring 1o the plan drawing
printed o0 page 3 of this issue of

Educational Buildings of New Technology

THE TECH, one can get 4 very clear
idea of the position of the first work
of a permanent nature done on the
new site.

Oune of the important steps taken
during the past week is the housing
of the first shipment of ten carloads
of cement. During this thue the
blacksmith shop has Deen pat into
operation, the shops have been put
in commission, and the yard opened.
Now that the permit for the tempo-
rary track across Vussar street has
heen granted, mueh  time will bhe
saved in making ready for the tribu-
tary spur tracks that will be build
in the near future. The track system
is quite complete; the five tracks will
radiate to all paris ol the lot and the
heavy articles such as big stones and
steel work wilt be bhrought to the
point at which they will be used.

Tresties will be incorporated in the
tracks of each system, and under
these will be located big bins into

which the stone and sand will be
dumped from the gars. A storehquse
is to be located at each of these

points and the mixing of the sand,
stone and cement in the right pro-
portions will be facilitated by grav-
ity chutes. This mixture is theu
hauled up a short incline and dumped
into the mixer, where the water is
added. The mixer delivers the mixed

There 15 already laid along Vassar
street near the storage shed a water
main of several feet in length. Five
outlets are provided, and each one is
fitted with one hundred feet of stand-
ard size fire hose. As the construe-
tion developes the system will be ex-
tended so as to protect the whole
area from fire.

The other department is the first
aid equirment. Because of the al-
most unavoidable accidents that will
happen, great care has heen taken to
have a means of quick remedy close
at hand, A room has heen fitttd up
for & temporary hospital, and in casc
of accident, the injured workman will
be vushed to this first aid room. The
cquipment of this department in-
cludes ali medical and surgical ap-
pliances and apparatvs that are nec-
aesary it case of accident.
