INSTRUMENT FACTORY

Trip to Factory of Berger and Sons
Arranged For Noxt

Friday.

The Civil Engineering .Society has
arranged a trip to the instrument
factory of C. L. Berger and Sons, to
take place next Friday afternoon.
The men will be divided into two
parties, so that everyone who wishes
to go will have all equal opportunity
to see the whole factory. The par-
ties will start from the Union, one at
two and the other at three.

The firim of Berger and Sons is the
successor to Buff and Berger, whicl
was founded in 1871. C. L. Berge!
w;ho helped found the original com-
pany, later with his two sons took
over the entire management of the
busilless, which now goes under his
name. Mr. Berger olhtained his ex-
perience in manufacturing instru-
ments ill Gernany and London.

The company makes mainly civil
engineering instruments, and these
are of the best grade produced in this
country. The factory is not large,
as the aim of Mr. Berger is rather
towards quality than quantity. Be-
sides transits and levels, gravitation-
al pendulums for the geodetic survey
are made, as well as magnetic instru-
ments for the United States Govern-
ment and the Carnegie Inistitute. As-
tronomical instruments for Lake Sur-
vey and the Mexican Government az
well as cameras for photographic sur-
veying are also produced.

Mr. Berger has a large collection
of instruments of different kinds
which will be shown to the visitors,
and he feels that they will prove of
great interst to prospective engineers.

This trip will afford an excellent
and unusual opportunity for the man
in the Civil Engineering Course te
become acquainted with the manufac-
ture of the instruments which thev
must use constantly in their profes-

PATRONIZE
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BOSTON SCIENTIFIC
SOCIETY MEETING

Dr. E. H. Slack Gives Interesting
Talk On "Controlling

Of Diseases."

Last night Dr. E. H. Slack spoke
at the meeting of the Boston Scien-
tific Society. The speaker is the sec-
retary of the Boston Health Depart-
ment, and therefore well qualified to
speak on the "'Controlling of Dis-
eases."

Dr. Slack began by telling about
charmns. He compared their use by
the Africans living on the Nile with
the similar use of horsechestnuts and
like objects by the people of this
country. He then wvent on to the
subject of bacteria. He depreciated
the disinfection of rooms, etc., claim-
ing that the dangers of infection
from the air are negligible. Germs,
hle said, can be boiled and yet exist.

The chief source of infection, Dr.
Slack continued, was contact with
the patient or his excreta, spray of
the mouth in talking, and the habit of
putting the hand in the mouth. Be-
sides contact, the chief danger lies
in water, food, flies, and milk.- Dr.
Slack expressed himself strongly in
favor of vaccination, especially in
the case of typhoid.

Then the speaker went on to the
spread of diseases by insects such as
the mosquito, which brings yellow
fever and malaria, and the stable flies,
who are held responsible for the
spread of infantile paralysis.

Other diseases are transferred me-
chanically, such as typhoid and diph-
theria. Figures, Dr. Slack stated,
show that one death in every ten is
caused by tuberculosis.

Dr. Slack ended his talk with a few
words on the work of the health de-
partment. Slides were then thrown
on the screen to show graphically
the decrease of the diseases men-
tioned.

The University of Washington has
requested its president, Dr. Kane, to
resign. A Seatle newspaper states
the reason given by the University
Regents is that Dr. Kane is unpro-
gressive.
